MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On a motion by Bolger, second by Socorso, the minutes of the March 3, 2008 meeting were unanimously approved as submitted.
PLAN REVIEW –
1. Downingtown Quarry Associates - D. L. Howell, P.E. the applicant presented the plan and gave a brief overview of the intended buildings on the plan. No further discussion by the applicant was held on the plan. This started the 90 day review clock

2. Kardon Park –Sarah Peck of Progressive Housing Ventures, LLC was present with the design engineer. A slide presentation was made of the proposed design of the project. A discussion was held on the 7 acre East Caln portion of the development. The plan showed townhouse units with width of 16’ and length of 51’ allowing 64 lots on the 7 acre tract. The current zoning is R-1 which is low density residential. The Commission recommended larger and more upscale units and that any development should be made to comply with the Township’s existing ordinance on height, density, and impervious coverage. The plan is to be reviewed by the Zoning officer for compliance. Discussion was also had on the portion of the tract that abuts Downingtown Borough.  The plan proposed shows that the East Caln portion is a continuation of the plan proposed for the Borough. The Commission will further review this portion also for compliance to the existing ordinance.   

3. McNabb PreliminaryLand Development Application- The manager reported that the Zoning Hearing Board will render a decision on the steep slope variances request on April 21, 2008. 

 OLD BUSINESS – 
       1. TND Zoning – No discussion due to the Commission’s request to have Thomas Comitta, P.E. prepare an overlay map showing the entire 

proposed TND district to include the tract to the east continuing to Chestnut Street. 

NEW BUSINESS 
1. Pro Signs -  Copies of the Chester County and Buchart Horn review letters of the proposed plan were presented to Commission as informational.  The Board has not accepted the proposed plan for review to date.
