MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On a motion by Forlenza, second by Socorso, the minutes of the November 3, 2008 meeting were unanimously approved as submitted.

            and Ray Sachs, land planner to continue to discuss the wording in the draft R-4 zoning district. Items that were discussed included the height of the proposed buildings a concept of a wider 24 ft. unit and wording was introduced that would be an averaging of the length with the height. The concern of Ash at the previous meeting was that the unit would have a patio then a garage which may cause extreme difficulty in cars backing out into the street.  This was addressed by redesigning the proposed unit to have the patio located to the side of the garage therefore bringing in the length of the building to allow for safe exit from the property on to the street. The other concern previously discussed was the amount of buffering that would be needed for the turn in the road that would abut the Downingtown Borough properties so the headlights of cars traveling around the turn would not shine directly into the homes.  Discussion was held on a proposed buffering fence possibly six feet high and plantings on the Downingtown Borough side to have it be more attractive to the current residents along Lake Drive.  The only exception being the emergency vehicle access entrance on the northeast corner of the property that is required to be easily accessible. 
            Also present was Paul Stratman, Engineer, from Advanced Geo Services to explain the Act 2 Remediation process. Stratman explained the process and the steps that would be taken to give a better understanding of what is being considered to ensure safety from the contaminants on the property. They would tentatively             work in sections and securing any contaminants as they go. The area is currently safe to be used as a park. When the excavation begins the capping of the area is to be done. This would be the containing volatiles and removing the contaminated soil and replace with 18 inches of new soil. Peck stated if the grants applied for were approved the entire site would be done at one time. However, if no grants are received then it would be done in phases.
