MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On a motion by Ash, second by Socorso, the minutes of the February 2,  2009 meeting were unanimously approved as submitted.
PLAN REVIEW –
1. Chestnut Street Business Park –   Adam Brower, P.E. was present on behalf of Ted Moser applicant/owner of the Chestnut Street Business Park.  A revised plan was presented to the Commission 
with the proposed driveway being located further north for the location of the entrance to Lot 6. The Township solicitor stated that the suggested entrance is not part of the approved plan and would require a modification of the plan. Taylor stated that it was a special business need and not in the best interest of safety. Bolger stated that it needs to be looked at as to what conflict or impact the driveway would be on the next parcel to be developed. The manager stated the Board of Supervisors requested a traffic speed study be completed on Skelp Level Road. 
2. River Station - Adam Brower, P.E. was present with Peter Uhlman

Applicant to start the review of the development plan for the parcel

located along Boot Road that is located in theI-1 Industrial district. The applicant has received a conditional use approval to allow construction of six building on the lot.  Discussion was held on the newly proposed storm water plan. The storm water pipe would be a 48” pipe that would run along the northern boundary of the property into a 24” culvert at Logan Avenue then under Rt. 322 to the storm water feature off site 

Discussion was also held on the additional parking spaces on the northwest corner of the lot for future use. Brower stated that landscaped buffer be in place of parking spaces and until future parking would be needed. The Commission would recommend a waiver on the additional parking spaces to the Board... The solicitor stated that the revised easement agreements between Pro-Signs and River Station need to be completed and recorded. Discussion was also held on the adjoining non-conforming use of the property owned by Colburn Brothers as to the current parking at the facility. Uhlman stated they are continuing to work towards a solution to the problem. On a motion by Bolger, second by Taylor, the Commission unanimously recommended approval of the plan to be conditioned on the final plan review of Buchart Horn.
    3.  Pro –Signs – Adam Brower. P.E.  of E.B Walsh was present representing the Protesto Brothers who were also present.
          The revised plan was presented to the Commission outlining the storm water channel and the retention basin that was relocated to the back of the building. The Commission addressed the issue of the storm water management and maintenance of the storm water facilities which crosses the River Station property and the Pro-Signs property. The owners of the properties must have an agreement in place as to the responsibility of the maintenance of the basin. Brower addressed the items in the Buchart-Horn letter of 3/4/09 and made the corrections as noted on the plan. The easements, development agreements and
          Security agreements are still pending.
