MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On a motion by Forlenza, second by Taylor, the minutes of the March 2,   2009 meeting were unanimously approved as submitted.
PLAN REVIEW –
1. Chestnut Street Business Park –   No one present- No Report
2. River Station - Adam Brower, P.E. was present with Peter Uhlman,
applicant to continue the review of the development plan for the parcel

located along Boot Road that is located in the I-1 Industrial district. The applicant has been granted by the Board of Supervisors a six month extension on the conditional use approval to allow construction of six buildings on the lot.  The Commission recommended a waiver on the additional parking spaces with a landscaped buffer to be in place of parking. The Commission on a motion by Taylor, second by Forlenza 

unanimously recommended approval of the final plan pending the solicitor’s review of the revised easement agreements between Pro-Signs and River Station, and the final review letter from Buchart-Horn. The non-conforming use of the adjoining property owned by Colburn Brothers was discussed and Uhlman stated they are continuing to work toward a solution.

3. Downingtown Quarry Associates – Dave Gibbons, P.E. was present

on behalf of the applicant. Gibbons discussed the sewer pumping station that may or not be necessary for the project. They are 

continuing to work on the possibility of a gravity flow system and will 

be make the final determination shortly. The Commission on motion by Forlenza, second by Taylor, unanimously recommended approval of the plan subject to traffic calming and pedestrian crossings being added to the plan in the areas of the restaurants and the final review letter from Buchart-Horn.
4.  Pro –Signs – Adam Brower. P.E.  of E.B Walsh was present representing the Protesto Brothers. Vince Protesto was present.
          The revised plan was presented to the Commission outlining the storm water channel and the retention basin that was relocated to the back of the building. The Commission on motion by Forlenza, second by Taylor, unanimously recommended approval of the final plan subject to the completion of items addressed in the Buchart-Horn review letter dated April 6, 2009. And completion of the pending agreement with the owners of the adjacent property, River Station, as to the responsibility of the maintenance of the storm water retention basin and the easement agreements for the shared entrance to the properties.
