MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On a motion by Taylor, second by Socorso minutes of the April 6, 2009 meeting were unanimously approved as submitted.
Resignation – The manager had received notification that Tony DeLuca has resigned as member of the Planning Commission due conflicts with work schedule.  He held the position of Chairman.

Re-Election of Officers -The Commission on a motion by Ash, second by Socorso unanimously appointed Dave Bolger as Chairman for the remainder of the 2009 year.

The Commission on a motion by Ash, second by Socorso appointed Bruce Taylor as Vice Chairman for the remainder of the 2009 year.  

PLAN REVIEW –
1. East Caln Business Park – Present was Adam Brower, P.E. of E.B. Walsh & Associates. Also present was the applicant/owner Ted Moser. The Township solicitor gave an overview of the entire Condominium process for the project. There seemed to be a lot of confusion with the Township engineer in regards to the Declaration of Condominium  development and lot lines. After research the Township solicitor stated that he had not reveiwed the Declaration of Condominium and therefore applicant had not finalized the recording of them. The applicant was instructed to contact his solicitor and have the documents presented to the Township solicitor to carefully review and be sure it properly deals with the use issues of Building 6 and it own private driveway prior to recording. The Commission held a very extensive review of the Buchart Horn review letter of May 1, 2009 on the revised plan with the recommended corrections by the Board of Supervisors. Brower stated a waiver would be needed to allow the exiting driveway from Lot 6 which is noted in the engineers review letter. All of the Commission members expressed their opinion of the proposed driveway and offered different suggestions. The Commission by majority recommended for consideration by the Board the following on the proposed driveway: A left turn out only, right turn in only, gated entrance to be closed when not in use, appropriate warning signs, a signed agreement that no other driveways or roads would be proposed any where in the development to enter or exit onto Skelp Level Rd or Boot Rd other than what is approved to connect to Chestnut Street, and a signed agreement that when the use or ownership changes of Lot 6 the access driveway becomes an entrance/exit for emergency vehicles only. The Commission also stated that separation of office and heavy equipment is needed and the hours of operation should be addressed as noted on the plan.
Brower was asked to provide an explanation as to how and if the tenant is going to handle the process of cleaning the housed vehicles of any excess hauled products (asphalt) in the cargo area of the vehicles and how he would environmentally dispose of said waste.
