MEETING MINUTES FOR AUGUST 3, 2009
The East Caln Township Planning Commission meeting of August 3, 2009 was called to order by Chairman Dave Bolger at 7:00 P.M. in the Township Building.

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On a motion by Taylor, second by Ash, minutes of the June 1, 2009 meeting were unanimously approved as submitted.
PLAN REVIEW –

1. River Station Review - Present were Mary Ann Rossi, Esq. and 
Christy Flynn of the Percheron Group to discus the overall concept 

of the River Station Project. Rossi stated that the project has three

phases; The first is River Station East which includes the parcel in East Caln and Downingtown Borough that is west of Chestnut Street. The East Caln portion is being developed under the current I-1 zoning under a conditional use to allow for multiple buildings in the I-1 zoning. The second portion is located in Downingtown Borough and tentatively proposed for that location is Rover Bus Station, bank, and senior housing. The second is River Station West Commercial which is located west of Brandywine Avenue and proposed to be developed as a mixed use of commercial office space, senior center, and library. The third phase is River Station West Residential which is proposed to be residential h townhouse units which is located southwest of Boot Rd and on the west side of Rt. 322. Taylor stated that there is to be a higher level of detail in the proposed design manual. Rossi stated that there would be a graphics & design manual with each section of the development. 

Taylor questioned the process of re-zoning the area to a TND (Traditional Neighborhood Development) Bolger stated that his concern was it seems to moving toward more of a piece by piece plan rather than the concept that was originally proposed with the TND. 

 Ash expressed concerns with the Boot Rd Extension Project and the proposed on street parking along Boot Rd in the Borough. East Caln does not allow on street parking within the Township and stated this would need to be addressed.
Further discussions were held on the possibility of extending Robbins Rd across Rt. 322 with a traffic signal to allow entrance into the proposed townhouse area. Beirele recommended a road that would circle the rear of the townhouses for better access.
Flynn stated that they are open to any input the Commission can give as to what the Township would like to see or not see in the development.

After further discussion the Commission recommended that a joint work session be set with the Board of Supervisors to address areas of concern and be able to better evaluate the plan. After the joint session the Commission is then recommending a work group be formed with an East Caln Supervisor, PC members, and members from the Borough Council and Borough PC Members to work together to achieve the development anticipated.

OLD BUSINESS – 

1. TND Zoning – No Report
2.  Kardon Park – Mary Ann Rossi gave a brief overview of the Kardon Park status also. There is currently a court case pending with hearing dates of September 23rd and 24th.  It will be determined as to whether the project can be developed or if it must remain a park. The manager stated that a request was made by Sarah Peck, developer, of the proposed Kardon Park development to have the Commission address the Re-Zoning of the East Caln portion of the project and make a recommendation to the Board. The current zoning is R-1 (Low Density Residential) and the proposed zoning is R-4 (High Density Residential).The Commission after discussion made no recommendation to proceed further till all litigation is resolved with the Borough.
