MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

PLAN REVIEW –

1. River Station Review – Supervisor Dymek was present to discuss briefly the River Station project. Dymek stated that the consensus of the Board is the plan presented was not acceptable as presented and 
that there would be no further discussion on the project. A set down with all groups involved should be held to make sure all entities are seeking the same type of proposed development for the area. 

A work group was formed with an East Caln Supervisor, PC members, and members from the Borough Council and Borough PC Members to work together to achieve the development anticipated.

1. TND Zoning – No Report
2.  Kardon Park – Mary Ann Rossi gave a brief overview of the Kardon Park litigation status. Peck was present and presented the Conditional Use application to the Commission. The application is for the 7 acres

located in East Caln Township which is currently owned by the Borough of Downingtown. The Borough is co-applicant on the application.  The current use of the property by the Borough is a compost site.

The parcel is being proposed to be developed with 70 townhouse units.

The Commission expressed concerns with the remediation process of the

contaminated soils, completion of the trail if the Borough’s portion doesn’t get developed. Also if the Court rules that the Borough’s portion must remain a park several other items of concern were discussed as well as some ideas of what they would like to see incorporated into the conditions to be set by the Board of Supervisors. The Commission will meet on October 26th at 7pm for their regular meeting and at that time will make their recommendations to the Board of Supervisors. The Board 
of Supervisors scheduled the hearing date for November 11th at 1P.M.
