MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the October 5, 2009 were not approved and tabled until the December 7, 2009 meetings due to some members have not reviewed them. 
PLAN REVIEW –

1. River Station Review – No Report
OLD BUSINESS – 

1. TND Zoning – No Report
2.  Kardon Park – Sarah Peck was present along with Paul Statman, of the firm of Advanced Geotechnology. Paul is the engineer who has designed the plan for remediation of the contaminated soils. The Conditional Use application is for the 20+ acres located in East Caln Township which is currently owned by the Borough of Downingtown. The Borough is co-applicant on the application.  The current use of the property by the Borough is a compost site. Only 7 acres is proposed for  development other than open space/parkland improvements.

Peck presented a concept plan that showed a new portion of trail to the west of the existing trail as well as a fence that would not allow access to the old part of the trail. With litigation pending with the other properties it was discussed as not to allow entry into the unremediated soils at this time while waiting for the outcome of the courts. The Commission expressed that the trail should be 10 to 12 ft. wide due the possibility of an ambulance needing access to the area. Taylor stated that there were too many 90 degree turns along the proposed new trail, thus causing problems with cyclists and pedestrians on the turns.  Discussion was held on ways to make it safer.
On a motion by Bolger, second by Forlenza, and unanimously approved to recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve the Conditional Use application of Kardon Park, subject to:

· Development of 70 townhouse units on existing 7+/-composite site to be consistent with concept plans for Kardon Park previously submitted to Township as to layout and architectural design;

· Installation of a new trail, , parking lot and connections to existing Struble Trail to be consistent with the trail plan
discussed and revised at Planning Commission meeting.
· Trail to be a minimum of 10’ wide, paved equal to or better    than Borough trail spec., allow for dogs, and be ambulance accessible.
· Fencing to be provided between trail and parking lot and unremediated lands and between trails and Norwood Road; final location and design to be subject to Township approval at the time of Final Subdivision and Land Development approval.

· Installation of crosswalks/striping where trail is to cross Norwood Road.
· Additional landscaping to be proposed along trail; final location and design subject to Township approval.
· Pond enhancements to Lake 3 consisting of increased fresh water flow, introduction of grass carp.  And installation of water feature(fountain).
· DEP approval of revised phased remediation for proposed

                 Development.

· Township approval of HOA documents prior to final approval to ensure, inter alia (among other things), Borough ownership and maintenance of open space area,                        and protection of future homeowners relative to open space maintenance liability and costs.

· Decommissioning of existing trail in East Caln Township upon conclusion of litigation as to development of remainder of project, financial security to be provided as deemed necessary by Township.

· In the event litigation resolved favorably to applicant and Borough, applicant to seek modification of conditional use approval for development of the additional 34 units within Township consistent with concept plans previously submitted to Township, and install additional trail connection to Sunset Drive.

· Final Subdivision and Land Development in accordance with applicable requirements.
· Adoption by Township of proposed amendments to R-4 Zoning District .
