    On motion by Maheu, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the April 2, 2008 regular meeting as presented.
PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD 
    Interstate Waste Facility (552 Trestle Place) Bill Heidigh, Mark Harlacker , representing Interstate Waste along with their solicitor,

     MaryAnn Rossi, Esq. were present to discuss the current use of their facility and invite the Board to a walk through of the site and plant. The purpose is to give the Board a view of  what the current operations include as well as future proposed use to include a municipal solid waste transfer facility that would require 

     a conditional use  to expand the operation.  An invitation 
     was also presented to the Board to tour the other two operational Municipal Solid Waste transfer stations. The one is located in Garfiled, NJ which is located within a residential district. The other facility is located in Hillburn, NY. 

     Pro Signs Application – Vince Protesto, the applicant was present with the preliminary plan for construction of an additional warehouse for their business. Discussion was held on the plan

     and the importance of the continuing clean up of the site.  The Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, unanimously accepted the plan to be forwarded with notice to the Planning Commission that the road/driveway are not to be considered for  any approval due to the applicant not owning the lot to the west of proposed warehouse. This action would allow the Commission to start the 90 day review clock at their May 5th meeting.  

    Steve Costa a resident of  228 Truman Way was present to discuss

    the speed limit and truck restrictions on Bell Tavern Boulevard. The Board stated that the ordinances are being prepared and will be advertised for adoption when completed.

     A.   LAND DEVELOPMENT

      1. Villages of Bell Tavern Close Out Issues – No Report
2. Old Boot Rd Associates – The solicitor stated that he is waiting for a response from the applicant’s solicitor on the waivers requested by the applicant regarding the curbing and sidewalks.
3. D. L. Howell Conditional Use – Under Planning Commission review.
4. McNabb Development -1150 Boot Rd. – The review by the       Planning Commission is on hold pending the Zoning Heard Board application for a variance on the slope conditions on property. The decision is to be rendered April 21st.
  5. Kardon Park – The manager reported that Sarah Peck                             representing Progressive Ventures was present at the Commission’s April 7th meeting to discuss the proposed design for the development. The Commission had a lot of questions on the development that will need to be addressed further.
  6. Pro Signs – Discussed under “Persons Wishing to Be Heard”.
  Also Swisher and the manager visited the site for the purpose of the

  status of the clean up progress at the site. Swisher stated that a

  substantial amount of clean up has been completed and will continue.

GENERAL GOVERNMENT

         1. Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Traffic Improvements – Still                                          pending. No response received from the Oaklands on the agreed 
          $32,000 for the design of the project.  The manager reported that 

          Fran Hanney from PennDOT will review the Highway Occupancy  permit and draft a letter to Mr. Knaurer of Oaklands requesting the  release of the funds due the Township.

2.  Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – The manager reported that the Borough will be receiving an escrow replenishment check from the Percheron Group. This would then allow funds for Thomas Comitta, P.E. to prepare an overlay map of the entire site for the Township, which is to include the property to the east of the Sonoco property extending  to Chestnut Street as part of the TND zoning area and the commercial areas are to be designated on the proposed plan. A meeting with the Planning Commission and Board is to be set with Thomas Comitta to discuss the plan.
3. Proposed Noise Regulation Ordinance – Discussion was held with the solicitor on the proposed ordinance. The Board instructed the solicitor to finalize the preparation of the ordinance.
4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – Dymek gave an update of the

     meeting held on April 11th at the Township building with DEP, Rep. Schroder, two representatives from Senator Dinniman’s office, representatives from the various environmental groups, and residents that will be affected by the expansion.
5. 2010 Census –The manager stated that work is being done on the project.
 6. Golf Course Re-Wording –(J Loew) A conditional use hearing was  held April 16th. Board will render decision May 21st.
 7. Leach Property-(Storm Swale Easement)- The manager stated that

     a letter was sent to Kathleen Bell, ESQ. on behalf of the Leach’s to have their solicitor review the recorded plan dated 7/6/97
     regarding the easement and responsibility thereof.
     8. Twp Auto – The manager reported that the Township auto lease will expire in June and research has started for a new vehicle.

     9. Screen & Projector – The manager reported that proposals are      being requested for this project.

  C.
HIGHWAYS

1.  Maintenance – The manager reported that storm drains were cleared of debris. A tree on Whitford Hills Rd was removed due to it being over the roadway and a safety concern.
2. Downing Circle Repairs – The manager stated that no report was received from the solicitor on the action taken to seek reimbursement for the expenses encountered by the Township for repair.
 3. S. Woodmont/Edgewood project – The manager reported that       work has been completed on the curbing part of the project. It is moving ahead as scheduled.  
  4. Park Maintenance – The manager that the tot lot has been completed. Work is still being considered for adapting the current water feature to a different style if it is cost effective. 
 5. Bell Tavern Traffic Study –The solicitor prepared the ordinance to set the speed limit to 25MPH on Bell Tavern Boulevard. On a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously authorized the manger to advertise the ordinance for adoption.  The ordinance for weight limits for truck traffic is being finalized by the solicitor. 

D.
HEALTH & SANITATION

1. DARA Information – Copies of the DARA meeting minutes were distributed to the Board. 
2. Sewage Flows – The sewer flow reports for the 13th and 14th weeks of 2008 were distributed to the Board. The daily flow for the 13th week was 490,835 GPD and the 14th week was 476,596 GPD. 

3. West Whiteland I & I – The manager reported a meeting was held with Harry Miller, property owner of 414 Brandywine Avenue ; Mr. Hill, Township Consultant; West Whiteland Township Sewer Department Representative; and the manager. The manholes were opened and checked for excess flow. The manholes had no evident excess water flowing at the time. West Whiteland will check the line again during or after a rain to find where the excess flow maybe coming from. 
NEW BUSINESS

A.  LAND DEVELOPMENT 
    1. Sweet Oil Company - An application was filed with the Zoning Hearing Board for the property at 299 W. Uwchlan Avenue to request use of the service bays for automotive repairs. The use as automotive repair has been abandoned for 5 years and would need a variance to permit the use. The Board concurred they had no position on the variance request.

B.  GENERAL GOVERNMENT- 

1. Township Insurance Renewals – Copies of the Township Insurance Renewal Package were distributed to the Board for their reference. 
2. Telephone – The codes department presented a  proposal to the Board for an upgrade to the present telephone system to include a phone in the foyer and file room with a estimated cost of $715.00.  The Board denied the proposal.

3. Gallagher Employee Evaluation – The Board instructed the manager to set a date with the Chairman to meet with Gallagher to complete the 90 day full time employee evaluation.
