 J. PARK & RECREATION BOARD –The Recreation Board is finalizing the events for Kid’s Day in the Park to be held September 20th. A letter was received from Steve DiLuigi stating his resignation.
OLD BUSINESS
     A.   LAND DEVELOPMENT

1. Villages of Bell Tavern Close Out Issues –The manager stated that the Deeds of Dedication were submitted to the solicitor for recording at the County Courthouse. 
2. Old Boot Rd Associates – The Township solicitor is preparing                 the land development agreements. Nothing new to report
3. D. L. Howell (Downingtown Quarry Associates) Conditional Preliminary approval was granted on the plan submitted with conditions set forth in Resolution 2008-34. The letter of acceptance of the conditions by the applicant was received.
4. McNabb Development -1150 Boot Rd. – The manager reported that the solicitor will be preparing an escrow security agreement. Nothing new to report.
5. Kardon Park – The manager reported that a planning consultant, Ray Sachs has been engaged to assist the Planning Commission with the zoning aspects of the project. The consultant fees will be paid by Sarah Peck the applicant.
6. Pro Signs – Discussed “Under persons wishing to be heard”.  
7. River Station Conditional Use Application – The Board set the date of September 3, 2008 at 10:00 A.M. for the conditional use hearing on the River Station, LP application. The application is to allow multiple buildings of office space and retail on a lot that is currently zoned I-1 Industrial. The applicant prepared and submitted a narrative for the Board’s review.

GENERAL GOVERNMENT

         1. Traffic Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Improvements – Still                                          pending. Christopher Knauer of the Oaklands Commons advised the Township that he will be contributing the $32,000 to the Township upon commencement of construction. This was a requirement by Penndot as part of the Oaklands Highway Occupancy permit. 
Pennoni Associates is currently working on the right of way easements from Bradley Antiques and Brandywine Square.
Pennoni has submitted a cost proposal for the additional work required by PennDOT in the amount of $14,900. On a motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously approved the expenditure.
         2. Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – The manager spoke with Thomas Comitta, Planning Consultant for the Percheron Group. Comitta stated that an update of the plan was to be submitted to the Township by Peter Uhlman, President. Comitta stated to date no plans have been submitted. The development is located on the northwest side of Boot Rd and on the western side of Brandywine Avenue. 
    3. Proposed Noise Regulation Ordinance – No Report
    4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – Notice was received that FERC approved the project.   Dymek gave an overview update on the project. Buchart-Horn has prepared a cost estimate for the replacing of the sewer line along McIlvain Drive for the Board’s review.
5. Leach Property-(Storm Swale Easement) – The manager reported that Dan Daly, P.E. of EB Walsh and Associates will be scheduling a visit to the Leach property to do an updated assessment of the easement.

HIGHWAYS

1.  Maintenance – The manager reported that Aqua PA had a water leak on South Woodmont Drive. Due to the newly paved condition of the road the manager requested a bond be presented to the Township to guarantee the workmanship of the repair to the road after Aqua’s repair. The bond has been received.  
2. Downing Circle Repairs – The manager reported that the solicitor is continuing to work on this.

4. Jake Brake Restrictions (Rt.113) The Board after discussion and review will not peruse this restriction this time.

1. DARA Information – The DARA monthly minutes were distributed to the Board.
2. Sewage Flows – The sewer flow reports for the 31st and 32nd weeks of 2008 were distributed to the Board. The daily flow for the 31st week was 487,742 GPD, and the 32nd week was 449,634 GPD. 
3. West Whiteland I & I – The manager reported that a dye test will done on the line at the Harry Miller property and this will assist in finding at point the excess water is entering the system. This will then be Harry Miller’s responsibility to repair the line.

1. Minquas Fire Station – The Board held discussion on the proposed plan to relocate the Minguas Fire station to the Township owned parcel (40-1-13) along Norwood Rd. On a motion by Maheu, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously approved the Station’s moving forward with the plan.  
     C. HIGHWAYS – 
1. Highway Occupancy Permit Plan and Application – This is for the utility connections in Route 113 that are necessary for the development of the Feinberg property. The existing sewer main is owned by the Township; therefore it is necessary for the Township to be the applicant. The Board authorized the manager after the solicitors review to sign the application.
