MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the July 16, 2008 regular meeting as presented.
PUBLIC HEARINGS - None
PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD 
      Downingtown Quarry Associates - Denny Howell, PE was present to 

      present the plan for the 17.2 acres along Quarry Rd with the revisions 

 recommended by the Planning Commission. The solicitor stated that the Commission recommended that the restaurant pads be moved further back to allow for more for additional parking spaces in the front. The applicant stated that the proposed restaurants gives them recommended footprint of the building and parking as to have the most visibility from the street and he did not feel that they would allow a change as this is their normal footprint.  The other recommendation by the Planning Commission was to have all aerial utility lines along Quarry Road be placed underground. The Board after discussion on a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu unanimously adopted Resolution 2008-35 setting the 9 conditions required for preliminary approval of the plan with a 10th condition to added that all aerial utility lines be relocated underground. The applicant verbally accepted all the conditions set by the Board and will follow up with a letter of acceptance.  
Pro Signs – Adam Brower was present to represent the applicant and the Protesto brothers, the applicants were present to discuss the permanent easement to allow access to the loading docks at the north west corner of the Pro Sign building. And also the cross easement that allows the River Station parcel to cross the Pro Signs property at the entrance from Boot Rd. to access their property. These easements must be accepted by the Board, reviewed by the Township’s solicitor and then recorded prior to or with the plan.  

River Station Conditional Use Application – The Board set the date of September 3, 2008 at 10:00 A.M. for the conditional use hearing on the River Station LP application. The application is to allow multiple buildings of office space and retail on a lot that is currently zoned I-1 Industrial. The applicant is to prepare a narrative prior to the hearing date for the Board’s review. On a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously authorized the solicitor to prepare the meeting notice and advertise the hearing.
