MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On motion by Maheu, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the December 3, 2008 regular meeting.
PUBLIC HEARINGS 
Budget 2009- A duly advertised public hearing was held for consideration of the adoption of the 2009 budget.  With no public comment the Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously adopted Resolution 2008-49 approving the proposed budget and setting the tax levy at 1.25 mills which is equivalent to $1.25 of each $1,000 of assessed property value.
Ordinance 2008-06 - A duly advertised public hearing was conducted for consideration of adopting proposed Ordinance 2008-06 amending Chapter 160 Sewers & Sewage Disposal to comply with current DARA Pre-Treatment Regulations. No one from the public spoke on the proposed ordinance. Following the public hearing on a motion by Maheu, second by Swisher, the Board unanimously adopted Ordinance 2008-06.

PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD – Present were Michael McNabb property owner and applicant of 1150 Boot Rd. also present was the engineer of the project Greg Newell, P.E. Discussion was held on the review letter of December 16, 2008 from the Township Engineer Vince Wayne. The Township solicitor stated that a Phase II environmental study was continually emphasized but not addressed by the applicant. Newell stated that various reports on the testing of the soils were completed on the property and copies will be made available to the Township Engineer to determine if a Phase II study is necessary. The Township solicitor stated that all the reports required from PennDot for the HOP and from DEP need to be submitted to the Township to complete the final submission before recording of the plans.

     A.   LAND DEVELOPMENT

1. Villages of Bell Tavern -  The solicitor stated that he is waiting on a document to record the right of way for the arm mast of the traffic signal at Bell Tavern Blvd and Rt. 113.

3. D. L. Howell (Downingtown Quarry Associates) - The Board reviewed the agreement for the authorization and distribution of funds from the Township for a portion of the Lancaster Avenue and Quarry Road improvements. On a motion by Maheu, second by Dymek the Board unanimously approved the agreement as presented.  The road improvements must commence prior to June 1, 2009 for the funds to be appropriated for the project.
4. McNabb Development -1150 Boot Rd. – “Under persons wishing to be         heard.” 
5. Kardon Park - Swisher gave an update of the continued Conditional     Use hearings that have are being held by the Borough regarding the  portion of the development located in the Borough.

Olive Garden Liquor License – Resolution 2008-51 A public hearing was held December 17 at 5 PM. for the transfer of the liquor license from a location in Kennett Square to the proposed Olive Garden Restaurant to be located in the Township. On a motion by Maheu, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously adopted Resolution 2008-51 to approve the transfer of the license.

  1. Traffic Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Improvements – Still                                          pending. Christopher Knauer of the Oaklands Commons advised the Township that he will be contributing the $32,000 to the Township upon commencement of construction. This was a requirement by Penndot as part of the Oaklands Highway Occupancy permit.
2.  Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – This development is located         on the northwest side of Boot Rd and on the western side of Brandywine Avenue. The manager stated that to date no updates have been received. 
    3. Proposed Noise Regulation Ordinance – The solicitor reported that        the draft ordinance is being prepared.
    4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – A meeting is to be scheduled     with Williams/Transco and the Township regarding the proposed use of the emergency access road at Tall Trees by Williams/Transco. In attendance will be the Township solicitor, Dymek, Gallagher, the  manager, Dave Norcini (current owner of the property) and representatives from Williams/Transco.) 

    5. Leach Property-(Storm Swale Easement) – The manager stated   that the cost estimate requested from the engineers, E.B. Walsh has not been received to date.
    6. AT & T Mobile – The zoning hearing board granted approval for the extension in the height of the cell tower at 329 W. Uwchlan Avenue.
