On motion by Maheu, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the November 19, 2008 regular meeting.

TREASURER’S REPORT – No Report
A. CORRESPONDENCE 
1. The monthly newsletter from the Downingtown Senior Center was received.

with the long lines for voting at the last election. The Board has already addressed the issues with voter’s services and is waiting on a response.
     C. PLANNING COMMISSION 
    1. The manager reported that the Commission met with Sarah Peck, land planner Ray Sachs, and the Township solicitor to continue to work on the wording of the R-4 zoning language. Peck also presented some other designs that would work better with the Townships’ height requirements. One of the proposed units was re-designed to a 24 ft. wide unit. This would place a patio beside the garage rather than extending it toward the rear as presented earlier. This design would eliminate the hazard of backing in to the street with a short site distance. Buffering along the eastern side of the property that abuts Downingtown Borough residents along Lake Drive was also discussed.

     A.   LAND DEVELOPMENT

1. Villages of Bell Tavern -  The solicitor stated that he is waiting on a document to record the right of way for the arm mast of the traffic signal at Bell Tavern Blvd and Rt. 113.
2. Old Boot Rd Associates – The solicitor reported that the security and financial agreements are being completed with the applicants solicitor. Prior to recording of the plans.
3. D. L. Howell (Downingtown Quarry Associates)- The Board reviewed the agreement for the authorization and distribution of funds from the Township for a portion of the Lancaster Avenue and Quarry Road improvements. The manager is to make minor corrections and present it to Board at their next meeting..

GENERAL GOVERNMENT

1. Traffic Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Improvements – Still                                          pending. Christopher Knauer of the Oaklands Commons advised the Township that he will be contributing the $32,000 to the Township upon commencement of construction. This was a requirement by Penndot as part of the Oaklands Highway Occupancy permit.
2.  Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – This development is located     on the northwest side of Boot Rd and on the western side of Brandywine Avenue. The manager stated that to date no updates have been received. 
    3. Proposed Noise Regulation Ordinance – Discussion was held with the solicitor and he was instructed to finalize the draft ordinance for review and adoption.

 4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – Dymek reported on the status of the William/Transco project. Discussion was held on the comment that Williams has considered the re-opening at the end of South Woodmont onto Rt. 113 as a travel lane during construction. The Board highly opposed this. And had instructed the solicitor to prepare a letter to FERC expressing opposition to the opening.

   5. Leach Property-(Storm Swale Easement) – The manger stated that the cost estimate requested from the engineers, E.B. Walsh has not been received to date.
   6.  AT & T Mobile – The zoning hearing was held on November 17th. A   decision will be rendered December 15th
   7  2009 Budget – Revised copies of the proposed budget were distributed to the Board. The manager reported that the proposed budget has been advertised for a public hearing for adoption at the December 17 meeting.

Olive Garden Liquor License – The Board has scheduled the date of December 17 at 5 P.M. for the public hearing on the transfer of the liquor license from a location in Kennett Square to the proposed Olive Garden Restaurant to be located in the Township. On a motion by Maheu, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously authorized that the hearing be advertised. 
3. Census -  The manager reported that previously the Census Bureau had sent street maps to the Township and requested any street additions not on the maps be added. This process was completed earlier in the year. The Census then updated the maps and returned them to Township for verification. The maps were verified and returned to the Census Bureau.
4. Newsletter- The manager distributed draft copies of the newsletter for the Board’s review and comments.

     5. Open Records Resolution – On a motion by Maheu, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously adopted Resolution 2008-48 to establish a policy for requests for Public Records.

    1. Traffic Signal Maintenance – The manager reported that Signal Service is completing installation of the traffic signal LED bulbs and the battery back ups of all intersections with the exception of Boot & Chestnut which is the only intersection not to be converted is the Boot Rd and Chestnut Street signal due to signal work that will need to be completed with development of the Moser tract located at Boot & Skelp Level Road.
