The Chairman announced that executive sessions were held on June 20, 2008 and July 17, 2008.
MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the June 18, 2008 regular meeting as presented.
PUBLIC HEARINGS 

PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD 
Steve Pizzi of 300 N. Woodmont Drive was present to request that the Board consider placing a restriction on the use of truck engine brake retarders on the section of Rt. 113 from Bell Tavern Blvd and south to the by pass entrance. The Board after discussion stated that more information would need to be gathered before making a recommendation to Penn DOT. Pizzi also questioned whether there is a restriction on parking a commercial vehicle in the driveway of your residence. The Board stated that as long as it is not parked in the roadway and the truck is used as transportation to the persons work can be parked in the driveway.

      Denny Howell of Downingtown Quarry Associates was present to 

      present the plan for the 17.2 acres along Quarry Rd with the revisions 

     recommended by the Planning Commission. The revisions shown on the plan were: the access island with an out only at the proposed bank exit, that there be no access between the proposed bank and the proposed coffee shop, that a snow maintenance note should be placed on the storm drainage plan: that there shall be no stock-piling of snow or any other material on any part or parts of the surfaces designated as “porous paved areas” and the emergency access (2nd entrance) which is located on the southwest corner of the lot is more clearly depicted on the plan. The Commission recommended that the southbound left turn into the proposed development have additional signage to clearly mark the left lane as a turn only lane to keep people from assuming that it is a through lane.  Howell stated he spoke with the traffic engineer and stated that at this time no additional signage would be required but it would be monitored. A waiver was requested for no sidewalks along Quarry Road and on the Penn DOT HOP application it is requested that no curbing be installed along Quarry Rd. The Board approved the waivers and instructed the manager to prepare the preliminary  land development approval document with the conditions listed.  
Pro Signs – Adam Brower was present to represent the applicant and the Protesto brothers, the applicants were present to discuss the proposed plan which the Planning Commission has recommended for preliminary approval. The applicant is requested a waiver to provide 5ft buffer instead of the 10 ft required as a buffer between building and the future parking area, a waiver was requested that sidewalks would not be required along Boot Rd. The Board approved the waivers requested. The other item required by the Board prior to an approval is that a permanent easement agreement must be recorded for the entrance road to the property and docks on the western side of the building which must be accessed through an adjoining property owned by the Percheron Group.
