MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the June 4, 2008 regular meeting as presented.
PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD 
Don Destefano (171-199 Robbins Rd. at Trestle Bridge business center). Don Destefano was present to discuss the retaining wall that is shown on the plan to be constructed to connect to the proposed building.  After discussion on a motion by Maheu, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously granted the exemption of the completion of the wall until the foundation is built. Also any requirements set forth by the building inspector for safety and any concerns of the Township shall be monitored till completion of the wall.

Pro Signs – Vince Protesto, the applicant was present to discuss the proposed plan that is being reviewed by the Planning Commission.

Peter Uhlman was present on behalf of the applicant to state to the Board that an easement is in place currently to allow access by Pro Signs property and that the easement rights would be extended and recorded as requested by the Township.  

Open Burning - Robert Burton was present to discuss the Township’s no burning ordinance and clarification on the types of outdoor fireplaces that are permitted within the Township. The Christie’s of South Woodmont were also present with questions also. Swisher stated that the ordinance needs to better define the description of open burning. The Board stated that the solicitor will be working on drafting a revised ordinance for adoption.

         1. Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Traffic Improvements – Still                                          pending. A response was received from Christopher Knauer of the Oaklands Commons that he will be contributing the $32,000 to the Township upon commencement of construction. This was a requirement by Penndot as part of the Oaklands Highway Occupancy permit.
    2. Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – No report on the ordinance.
    3. Proposed Noise Regulation Ordinance – No Report
    4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – Dymek attended and reported that a meeting was held scheduled by Congressman Jim Gerlach on June 16th at  Great Valley High School, Malvern Pa.  FERC and Williams Transco representatives were in attendance to address property owners questions and concerns with the Sentinel Expansion Project. The Township solicitor was also present.
5. Leach Property-(Storm Swale Easement)-  The manager stated that the solicitor is reviewing the letter received from the Leach’s.
