     On motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board after discussion unanimously approved the minutes of the May 7, 2008 regular meeting as presented.

     Michael McNabb 1150 Boot Rd –Present was Michael McNabb, the applicant and Greg Newell, Engineer to request conditional approval of the land development plan submitted.  The plan was reviewed

     and recommended for approval with conditions by the Planning Commission. The conditions being that the Township engineer must concur that the traffic study that will be conducted by PennDot for the HOP will be adequate and a separate traffic study will not be required.  The Board discussed the distance from the railroad underpass to property entrance to ensure adequate site distance. 

     Newell stated that additional signage would be requested with the HOP permit from PennDOT to signify vehicles entering highway or a similar caution sign.  The Board on a motion by Dymek,  second by Maheu, unanimously granted conditional approval of the plan.

Signs were placed at the tot lot to inform parents of the age restrictions of the children per manufacturer’s safety ratings of the new equipment. Also safety signage was placed at the skate rink.
  5. Bell Tavern Weight Limit Ordinance – The solicitor is preparing the ordinance to limit the weight of vehicles on Bell Tavern Boulevard..

2. Sewage Flows – The sewer flow reports for the 19th and 20th weeks of 2008 were distributed to the Board. The daily flow for the 19th week was 465,107 GPD and the 20th week was 473,590 GPD.  .
3. West Whiteland I & I – The manager reported that Pipe Data View checked the sewer line along Brandywine Avenue at the Harry Miller property. The line appeared to be clear. At the next manhole the camera was unable to get through and will return on May 29th to attempt to clear the line and complete the video taping of the line. 
5. Sewer Billings – The manager presented to the Board the current sewer rates and proposed rate increases due to the increasing costs of servicing the sewer system. The Board will review the rates.
