     On motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the April 16, 2008 regular meeting as presented.
PUBLIC HEARINGS –Ordinance 2008-01
     A notice was published in the Daily Local News stating that a public hearing would be conducted at this time for consideration of adopting proposed Ordinance 2008-01 amending Chapter 215-Vehicles and Traffic to establish a maximum speed limit of 25 MPH on Bell Tavern Boulevard from Lionville Rd. (Rt. 113) to Bell Tavern Road and Bell Tavern Road to E Lancaster Ave.(Business Rt 30). No one was present to testimony on the proposed ordinance. On a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu , the Board unanimously adopted Ordinance 2008-01. 

    A notice was published in the Daily Local News stating that a public hearing would be conducted at this time for consideration of adopting proposed Ordinance 2008-02 amending Chapter-175 Solid Waste, Article II-Recycling to Comply with Current Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection Act 101 Recycling program performance grant requirement regulations.      A.   LAND DEVELOPMENT

      1. Villages of Bell Tavern Close Out Issues – No Report
2. Old Boot Rd Associates – The manager stated that the Township solicitor is waiting for a response from the applicant’s solicitor on the waivers requested by the applicant regarding the curbing and sidewalks.
3. D. L. Howell Conditional Use – On Hold
4. McNabb Development -1150 Boot Rd. – The Planning       Commission completed their review of the plan. The Commission recommended approval of the plan contingent upon the Township Engineer’s approval that the traffic study that will be completed by PennDOt for the HOP will be sufficient for the project.
  5. Kardon Park – The manager reported that Sarah Peck                             representing Progressive Ventures was present at the Commission’s May 5th meeting to discuss the proposed design for the development. The Commission had reviewed the plan and recommended that the density of the proposed townhouses be further reduced to be brought into compliance with the current zoning ordinance.
  6. Pro Signs – The Commission started the review of the plan. After discussion it was recommended that the plan be revised to show the road to the west exiting onto Rt. 322 and also the adjoining property to give a better view of the entire area. It was also recommended that sidewalks be shown on the plan along the north side of Boot Rd to Chestnut Street.

   8.  Interstate Waste – The manager was instructed to set up a tour of the facility in the Trestle Bridge Business Center. 

    9. Sweet Oil Company -The Zoning Hearing Board met on April 21st to hear testimony for the property at  299 W. Uwchlan Avenue to request use of the service bays for automotive repairs. The use as automotive repair has been abandoned for 5 years and is requesting a variance to permit the use. The ZHB will render a decision on May 19th.

          Fran Hanney from PennDOT has reviewed the Highway Occupancy  permit and stated it was a condition of the approval for Mr. Knaurer of Oaklands. The letter requests the release of the funds due the Township.

4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – Dymek stated that meeting is to be held on May 8th at the Township Building with the respective State and County organizations and residents impacted by the project. The Environmental Assessment report from FERC was received by the Township..
 6. Golf Course Re-Wording –(J Loew) A conditional use hearing was  held April 16th. Board will render decision May 21st.
 7. Leach Property-(Storm Swale Easement)- The manager stated that

     no response was received on the letter that was sent to the Leach’s. This was in regards to the recorded plan dated 7/6/97
     regarding the easement and responsibility thereof.

1.  Maintenance – The manager reported that storm drains were cleared of debris. Street sweeping was completed throughout the Township.

A motion sensor light switch was added to the kitchen area and other office lights were being repaired and updated. On a motion by Dymek, second, by Maheu the Board authorized the expenditure for the work estimated at $635.00

1. Chestnut Street Bridge – The manager reported that the repair of the bridge was completed by Downingtown Borough with the opening of the bridge on May 8th. On a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously authorized a payment for $2,000 be paid to the Borough for East Caln’s share of the repair.

1. Sewer Allocation – The  manager stated that the final billing for the additional sewer allocation purchased from Downingtown in the amount of  $312,000 was received.

3. Sewer Billing – The manager stated that the 2nd quarter sewer bills have been mailed. Discussion was held on the billing.
