     A.   LAND DEVELOPMENT

1. Villages of Bell Tavern -  No Report
2. Old Boot Rd Associates – No Report
3. D. L. Howell (Downingtown Quarry Associates)- A letter was received from Howell requesting relief from Condition #9 of Resolution 2008-35 which states the utilities along the front of the applicant’s property (Quarry Rd) must be placed underground. The Board requested that the manager prepare a resolution to rescind the condition and they will take action at the next meeting on November 19th.
4. McNabb Development -1150 Boot Rd. – No Report 
5. Kardon Park – The manager reported that the Planning Commission met with consultant Ray Sachs, land planner, the Township solicitor and developer Sarah Peck to review the recommended revisions to the current zoning for the East Caln portion of the project. 
 6. Pro Signs –Copies of the PennDOT Highway Occupancy Permit application review letter were distributed to the Board. The Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, unanimously adopted Resolution 2008-45 which grants final conditioned approval for the Four Pro Partners Final land Development plan. All conditions listed must be satisfied prior to the release of the plans for recording.
7. River Station Conditional Use Application – The Conditional Use hearing was continued from September 17th to October 29th at which time the Board presented their decision. A Conditional Use was granted with sixteen (16) Conditions.

 9. Minquas Fire Station –Swisher gave a brief discussion on the status of the proposed fire station.

GENERAL GOVERNMENT

1. Traffic Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Improvements – Still                                          pending. Christopher Knauer of the Oaklands Commons advised the Township that he will be contributing the $32,000 to the Township upon commencement of construction. This was a requirement by Penndot as part of the Oaklands Highway Occupancy permit. A meeting was held with the D. L. Howell, Swisher, and the manager to discuss funding for the project and a time that the project would start. It is planned to start the spring of 2009.
      A. Resolution 2008-46 – The proposed Resolution 2008-46 is to authorize the manager to sign the application for the installation of a traffic signal as part of the highway improvements on Quarry Rd. The cost of the signal installation and all maintenance will be the responsibility of D. L. Howell, the applicant and owner of the property.  On a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously adopted the resolution.

2. Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – This development is located      on the northwest side of Boot Rd and on the western side of Brandywine Avenue. The manager stated that to date no updates have been received. 
    3. Proposed Noise Regulation Ordinance – No Report
   4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – A special meeting will be held on November 15th at East Brandywine Township at the request of Curt Schroder. Dymek will attend.
   5. Leach Property-(Storm Swale Easement) – Copies of the report prepared by Dan Daly, P.E.  of E.B. Walsh were distributed to the Board and the solicitor.  A cost estimate is also being prepared and the Board will confer with the solicitor for further action on the project. 
   6.  AT & T Mobile – A zoning hearing application was received. The applicant is requesting an additional 10 feet on the existing cell tower at 321 W. Uwchlan Avenue. The Board after review stated that

     they take no position on the matter and to continue with the Zoning hearing.

HIGHWAYS

1.Maintenance – The manager reported that storms drains were     cleared and pothole patching was done on Old Kings Hwy and McIlvain. 
2. Downing Circle Repairs – The manager reported that the solicitor is continuing to work on this.
3. Park Maintenance – The manager reported that a porta-potty has been placed in the park and the water system winterized.
4. Traffic at Bell Tavern Blvd & Truman – The Board briefly discussed 

     alternatives to the speeding on the road and will advise the police to

     patrol the area more frequently.
