Leaf Collection Mandate – The manager reported that the State Recycling Mandate of Act 101 requires a municipality to provide a drop off location for leaves, brush, and twigs for its residents to be in compliance. The manager recommended that a recycle center for the leaves could be placed on the south side of the salt barn. It would be proposed to be a concrete block bin and have the leaves brought to that area. When needed the Township’s contractor would load and weigh and then dispose of the leaves and brush. The Board authorized the manager to work to achieve what was needed to complete the project to be compliant.
