Costa reported that some cars are driving faster than the posted speed limit on Bell Tavern Blvd. it presents a concern for pedestrians crossing the road to get access to the park. He also stated that some are also speeding on Truman Way and Coolidge Lane.  The Board after discussion stated that they would investigate possible solutions and discuss it at a future meeting.
Jeffrey Enrico, Esq. – Was present on behalf of AT & T to inform the Board that they have filed a Zoning Variance to allow more height to the existing cell tower located on the property at 321 W. Uwchlan Avenue. This would allow another carrier to be on the tower. The Board thanked him for the information and stated that the Zoning Board will conduct their hearing on November 17th and render a decision the following month.

Four Pro Partners – Present was Adam Brower, P.E. to present the Final
Plan for Four Pro Partners, L.P. The project located along Boot Rd. The manager stated that the Planning Commission recommended approval of the plan with conditions as set by the Board. After discussion the Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, unanimously granted final conditional approval subject to the engineers review and items listed in preliminary approval Resolution 2008-40 instructed the manager to prepare the Resolution to that affect.

         1. Traffic Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Improvements – Still                                          pending. Christopher Knauer of the Oaklands Commons advised the Township that he will be contributing the $32,000 to the Township upon commencement of construction. This was a requirement by Penndot as part of the Oaklands Highway Occupancy permit. A meeting is scheduled with Pennoni Associates, (Engineers for the project) Denny Howell (developer of the Quarry Rd corridor) Ed Hill (Township Consultant) and the manager to discuss the improvements.
2. Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – This development is located      on the northwest side of Boot Rd and on the western side of Brandywine Avenue. The manager stated that to date no updates have been received.
