On motion by Maheu, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the August 20, 2008 regular meeting.

Wegman’s Outside Sales Time Extension- Present was Walt Smoyer of Wegman’s to request an extension for outdoor sales for 30 days. On a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously approved the request.
Locker Room Storage – Lenny Feinberg was present to discuss with the Board the possible consideration by the Board to allow a beer distributor and/or a state liquor store on the site located at Rt.113 and Bell Tavern Road. The Board after discussion tabled a decision till the September 17th meeting.

Ashbridge Shopping Center – Peter Wieck, Director of Property Management for Fameco Management was present. Wieck presented some concept ideas for the expansion of the shopping center. After discussion the Board requested additional information on the construction material of the fireplace insert and whether a spark arrestor and cover were available for the manufactured unit. After the information is reviewed the Board will confer with the fire marshal and a decision based on the findings will be made.

         1. Traffic Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Improvements – Still                                          pending. Christopher Knauer of the Oaklands Commons advised the Township that he will be contributing the $32,000 to the Township upon commencement of construction. This was a requirement by Penndot as part of the Oaklands Highway Occupancy permit. 
Pennoni Associates is currently working on the right of way easements from Bradley Antiques and Brandywine Square.
Copies of Penonni’s response to PennDOT on the HOP application were distributed to the Board. 
2. Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – This development is located      on the northwest side of Boot Rd and on the western side of Brandywine Avenue. The manager stated that to date no updates have been received.
