Recognition - Mark Brunstetter was recognized by the Board for his years of service on the Planning Commission and the Zoning Hearing Board . Mr. Dymek presented Mark with a plaque on behalf of the Township and Board as a thank you for his service.

EXECUTIVE SESSION - Dymek announced that an executive session  was held on December 10, 2007 to discuss the overflow parking issues at the Cutler development.
PUBLIC HEARINGS
Ordinance 2007-05 - A public hearing was conducted for consideration of adopting proposed Ordinance 2007-05 amending Chapter 160 Sewers & Sewage Disposal to comply with current DARA Pre-Treatment Regulations. No one from the public spoke on the proposed ordinance. Following the public hearing on a motion by Swisher, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously adopted Ordinance 2007-05.
Ordinance 2007-06 – A public hearing was held for consideration on adoption of Ordinance 2007-06 Amending Code 160-0 establishing the sewer rental charges for the year of 2008. The proposed rate would be $37.50 minimum based on minimum water consumption for the first 18,750 gallons of usage and $3.25 per 1,000 gallons over the minimum. No one from the public spoke on the proposed rate increase.
On a motion by Swisher, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously adopted Ordinance 2007-06.

Budget 2008- A public hearing was held for consideration of the adoption of the 2008 budget.  With no public comment the Board on a motion by Maheu, second by Swisher, unanimously adopted the proposed budget for 2008.
PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD  
     Present was Jack Loew to discuss possible revisions to the wording of the conditional use declarations of restrictions that govern the Downingtown Golf Course.  He recommended that the wording be changed from “public course” to “private course”. The Board after discussion instructed Loew to address the support of the current patrons at the next meeting. The Board will also consult with the township solicitor regarding this matter.

H.  CODE ENFORCEMENT –Copies of the letter received from Chic-fil-A  was distributed to the Board. The board advised the manager to set  up a meeting with representatives from the company to discuss the opening.

OLD BUSINESS

     A.   LAND DEVELOPMENT

1. Villages of Bell Tavern Close Out Issues – The Board after walking each of the parking areas noted the type of work that would need to be done to have the sidewalk and parking areas made safer for pedestrians. A letter was sent to Cutler with the Board’s recommendations. A response letter was received and was distributed to the  Board and solicitor for review.
2. Old Boot Road Associates (Walter Haly) – The Board requested that Haly be notified to mark out the property and road lines.

3. Locker Room Storage – Copies of the letter sent to the Lenny Feinberg was distributed to the Board re-affirming the decision made by the Board at their October 3, 2007 meeting would not be changed and that a time extension would not be granted and that a new application would need to be submitted under current zoning.
4. Aurillo /Uhl – The final plan is in the process of being recorded.
    The Board also stated that no materials are to be stored at the site prior to construction.
B.
GENERAL GOVERNMENT
    1. Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Traffic Improvements – The                 manager stated again that no response has been received from the Oaklands on the agreed contribution of $32,000 for the improvements. The manager spoke with Fran Hanney from PennDOT and he stated he will contact the necessary parties to try to resolve this issue.  
2. Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – Still under review by the solicitor. The amendment would allow for a Traditional Neighborhood Development as a Conditional Use in the I-1 district.

3. Proposed Noise Regulation Ordinance – No report.
4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – A letter was distributed to the Board that was submitted to FERC by John Hohwald of 289 S. Woodmont Drive in opposition of the Williams/Transco right of way request. 
5. 2010 Census – No new information has been received from LUCA. 
6. New Position Fire Marshal /Assistant Codes Officer – No Report
       7. Citadel Sign- The Zoning Hearing Board granted Citadel one of the three proposed signs. One sign may place on the northwest corner of the building.
      8.  Best Buy Sign – The Zoning Hearing Board met on December 17th to hear the testimony on the sign variance and will render a decision on January 21st .

     9.  Terms of Office –All members who have terms expiring have stated that would like to remain on their respective committees and Boards.  

      10. J Loew Conditional Use Hearing – The hearing was for signage at the Lowe’s Center for Malvern School & Comcast was held on  December 5, 2007. Board will render a decision within 45 days.
C.
HIGHWAYS


1. Maintenance – The manager reported that salting of the roads was done due to recent ice storm and clearing of downed trees. The storm drains were also cleared.
3. Downing Circle Repairs – No response has been received from  Aqua Pa regarding the Township’s request for reimbursement for the repairs. 
4. S. Woodmont/Edgewood project –The manager reported that the bids were opened with manager and Ed Hill, consultant, in attendance with bidders. Copies of the bid tabulations were presented to the Board for review. The bids received were as follows:  Burkholder Paving $284,556.00, Allen Myers $357,000.00, Macanga $283,039.50 and the apparent low bidder was P.J. Reilly at $219,700.00.  The bid will be reviewed by Ted Gacomis of EB Walsh, (engineer for the Township) prior to the Board’s awarding the bid on January 7th.

Park Maintenance – The manager stated that Mr. Hill  and the manager met with a representative from the Raindrops Company to discuss options for improving the present water feature system.  A representative from another company will be meeting with the manager on December 28th to discuss what options they have available.

     2.  Sewage Flows – The sewer flow report for the 45th and 46th weeks were distributed to the Board. The daily flow for the 45th week was 443,820 GPD and the 46th week was 456,034 GPD.

1.  The manager stated that a Conditional Use application was received from Penguin Real Estate Investors, L.P. on behalf of Denny Howell on 12/07/07. This parcel is located on the south side of the Lancaster Avenue and the east side of Quarry Road. The Board will set a hearing date at their next meeting.

1. Resolution 2007-37 for the adoption of tax levy for the year 2008. The Board on a motion by Swisher, second by Maheu, unanimously adopted resolution 2007-37. The tax will remain at the rate 0.000375 on each dollar of assessed valuation.
