POLICE REPORT – Chief McGowan was present.  No report was given. 
H. CODE ENFORCEMENT –Copies of the reports for inspections conducted by Walter Horsey and Joe Nachman of Buchart Horn was distributed to the Board.
I. PARK & RECREATION BOARD – The Recreation Board held the Christmas tree lighting in the park on December 1st. The Recreation Board reported that the event had a relatively small turnout by the residents, but a good time was held by all that attended the festivities.

II. OLD BUSINESS

A.
LAND DEVELOPMENT

1. Villages of Bell Tavern Close Out Issues -The Township’s and Cutler’s solicitors are preparing the documents that are required for guaranteed completion of the developments’ sidewalk and overflow parking areas. The Board set a date of December 10th
weather permitting to walk each of the parking areas to note                    the type of work that would need to be done to have the sidewalk and parking areas made safer for pedestrians.
2. Old Boot Road Associates (Walter Haly) – The manager stated that a letter was received from Haly’s solicitor to request participation for maintenance of the Old Boot Road portion that is owned by Township. Requests were also sent to the other adjacent property owners. The Board stated they would be open to discussion on the portion of the road that is owned by the Township.
3. Locker Room Storage – The Board after reviewing the Planning Commission’s recommendation on a motion by Swisher, second Maheu, the Board unanimously enforced that the decision made

by the Board at their October 3, 2007 meeting would not be changed and a time extension would not be granted and that a new application would need to be submitted under current zoning.
4. Aurillo /Uhl – Copies of the Land Development agreement and the three party agreements were distributed to the Board and signed and authorized the final plan to be recorded.

GENERAL GOVERNMENT
    1. Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Traffic Improvements – The                 manager stated again that no response has been received from the Oaklands on the agreed contribution of $32,000 for the improvements.  
2. Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – Still under review by the solicitor. The amendment would allow for a Traditional Neighborhood Development as a Conditional Use in the I-1 district.

3. Proposed Noise Regulation Ordinance – The solicitor stated that the ordinance is still being worked on and that some additional information for the noise levels needs to be completed.
4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – A letter of intent was received from Williams/Transco notifying the Township that they would be filing with their application with FERC . 
5. Fire Marshal Resignation – The resignation will be effective      December 31, 2007. Luncheon scheduled December 11, 2007 at
    12:00 P.M. at Primavera Restaurant.

8. Local Services Tax – Discussed and adopted under Public Hearing.
9. Budget 2008 –The 2008 Proposed Budget of Revenues and       . Expenditures were distributed to the Board for review. Discussion was held on the budget and adoption of the budget 

     has been advertised for adoption at the December 19th meeting.
       10. Citadel Sign- The Zoning Hearing Board met on 11/19/07 and    will render a decision on December 17th.

        11.  Terms of Office – Copies of the letters to the members of the Commissions and Boards that have terms that will expire December 2007 were submitted to the Board. Don Ash and Paul Socorso of the Planning Commission and Shawn Dowds of the Zoning Hearing Board have stated they would accept re-appointment.

HIGHWAYS


1. Maintenance – The manager reported that salting of the roads was done due to recent snow.
3. Downing Circle Repairs – The manager distributed copies of the letter received from Aqua Pa stating that the Township’s letter requesting reimbursement was received and is being reviewed. 
4. S. Woodmont/Edgewood project – A mandatory pre-bid meeting is was held on December 3, 2007 at 1 P.M. Mr. Hill( the consultant for the Township) the manager, and Ted Gacomis of EB Walsh, (engineer for the Township) were present.  Approximately seven bidders were present at the meeting to discuss what the requirements are and to present any questions prior to bidding.

Park Maintenance – The manager stated that Mr. Hill  and the manager will be meeting with a representative from the Raindrops Company to discuss options for improving the present water feature system.

HEALTH & SANITATION
    1. DARA Information – Copies of the DARA budget summarization was distributed to the Board. 

     2.  Sewage Flows – The sewer flow report for the weeks 43rd and 44th weeks were distributed to the Board. The daily flow for the 43rd week was 423,701 GPD and the 44th week was 479,709 GPD.
     3. Pre-Treatment Resolution – The Township solicitor prepared the        Ordinance for adoption. The Board on a motion by Swisher, second by Maheu, unanimously authorized the manager to advertise the ordinance for adoption. 
     4.  Sewer Rate Ordinance 2007-06 – An Ordinance was prepared to increase the amount of the sewer billing on the consumption. The rate is proposed to be set at $3.25 per 1000 gallons after the minimum usage of 18,750 billed at $37.50. The Board on a motion by Swisher, second by Maheu, unanimously authorized the manager to advertise the ordinance for adoption.
