GENERAL GOVERNMENT

1. Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Traffic Improvements – Still                 pending. No response received from the Oaklands on the agreed contribution of $32,000 for the improvements. The manager reported 
that a meeting was be held on February 26th with Phil Bradley, of Philip Bradley Antiques; Jim Oeste of Brandywine Square; Penonni Associates, Engineer; Ed Hill township consultant, and the manager

to discuss the need for additional right way for the proposed widening of Lancaster Avenue (business Rt. 30) from the west bound By-Pass exit for Lancaster Avenue to the Ashbridge Manor Senior Housing Complex.  This improvement would allow for a right turn on to Bell Tavern Rd going westbound and also a right turn lane going eastbound on to Quarry Rd.  The cost of the proposed improvements is estimated to be $704,496.00.

3. Proposed Noise Regulation Ordinance – No report.
4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – Copies of a letter from Senator Dinniman and Representative Schroder was distributed to the Board. The letter was sent in response to the Williams/Transco meeting of February 16th with homeowners of McIlvain Drive to FERC stating that the need for additional right of way doesn’t seem to be needed to complete the work that is being proposed.
