MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the March 18, 2009 regular meeting with a

typo correction.
PUBLIC HEARINGS - NONE
BID OPENING – Road Equipment and Maintenance 2009-2010 –
The request for bids was duly advertised in the Daily Local News.

     Three bids were received and were complete. The Board accepted all bids and will review the documents prior to awarding the contract.

PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD  
Ted Moser developer of the Chestnut Street Business Park was present with Joe Ryan. Moser and Ryan discussed the traffic speed study that was completed on Skelp Level Road. Discussion was held on the proposed driveway into Lot 6 of the development separate from the present connecting road entrance.  The Board stated that the traffic study that was presented was during the hours of 9 and 10 A.M. The Board recommended that a study be completed for the actual hours of use which is approximately 7:00 to 7:30 a.m. This would better address the traffic volume and speeds at the time when the property owners would be using the additional proposed entrance/exit.  The Board requested a time extension for their decision on the application from the applicant due to the request for additional information.  Moser granted the time extension which would have the Board render a decision by May 7, 2009.  
McIlvain Sewer Line Replacement - Tom D’Angelo of Pro Pipe was present to discuss the proposed replacement of the McIlvain sewer line due to construction by Williams/Transco to replace the gas pipe line in the area where the Township’s sewer line is located. D’Angelo gave a summary of the scope of work that is entailed in the replacement. A proposal for the work to be completed was forwarded by the Township solicitor to Williams/Transco’s solicitor for funding approval.  

Michael Hott of Chester County GIS was present to discuss the Township’s progress on placing information on the maps in the computer system. Currently the sewer lines, fire hydrants, and storm water outfalls are mapped out. Gallagher and Obenchain were also present to request that the Board allow them to assist with the completion of the mapping which will require some field work with the GIS team to get more details on the manholes, size and type pipe. This will be lifting manholes and physically checking them. Also requested was some time to be spent with Ed Hill on the sewer system to be sure that all information was included and marked properly. The Board granted the request for completion of the mapping as described.

Sarah Peck of Progressive Adventures, LLC was present to discuss the proposed R-4 zoning draft which has been under review by the Township Planning Commission. Peck gave an overview of the proposed changes as well as a descriptive of how the buildings are proposed to be designed and look. This development would also need a conditional use approval. The Board stated that they would prefer to have the Planning Commission review with them the changes that were being considered prior to advertisement for adoption.

Bonnie Lucy Township Director Of Finance - Bonnie presented an overview of the Township’s present computer technology and the need for updates. This includes retaining information on the server to an off site storage area, being able to have the Township computer system up and running in the event of a disaster in a minimal amount of time. The availability of the technicians is 24 hours/ 7 days a week.  After discussion on a motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, the Board unanimously approved the Director of Finance to manage and engage the services of Premier Technology Solution, LLC to service and maintain the Township’s computer system.
