MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the April 1, 2009 regular meeting.
PUBLIC HEARINGS - NONE
PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD  
Ted Moser developer of the Chestnut Street Business Park was present with Adam Brower, P.E. Discussion was held on the traffic speed study that was completed on Skelp Level Road. A more detailed report was presented to the Board to review. After discussion on the speed study the Board recommended that research be done to find a way of warning motorists of the trucks entering the highway with possibly installing  a flashing signal at the bridge as vehicles are driving south.  The Board also stated other signage would need to be considered at the driveway exit from Lot 6 to Skelp Level Road. A “No Right Turn” to go north and  “No Left Turn”  into driveway when driving  south on Skelp Level.  The Board will consider these options at their next meeting. The time extension previously granted would have the Board render a decision by May 7, 2009.  
Pro Signs – Adam Brower, P.E. and the Protesto Brothers were present  to discuss their final plan. After discussion on the plan and having noted that the Township solicitor is finalizing review of the cross easement agreement with Peter Uhlman of the Percheron Group the adjoining property owner.  The Board on a motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, unanimously granted conditional final approval of the plan with conditions as discussed and will be stated in the final approval letter to be prepared for the next meeting.
River Station – Present was Adam Brower, P.E. , Peter Uhlman, developer and Christine Flynn, Architect for the Percheron Group. Discussion was held on the buffer zone of the designated future parking area. The Board stated that a letter of intent must be recorded with the property deed to be sure the buffer zone remains a landscaped area. On a motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously granted approval of the final plan subject to the Conditional Use as granted previously and additional conditions as discussed and to be stated in the final approval letter to be prepared for the next meeting.
