On motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the August 5, 2009 regular meeting.

PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD  
Residents of Madison Way – Seth Niederman of 133 Madison Way

was present to thank the Board for the actions that the Township has taken to temporarily help with the flooding issues behind their homes and the temporary safety fence placed around the swale. Niederman also asked if there were any updates available on the Rt. 113 study of flooding issues. The Board advised him that the project is being worked on by the Township Engineer. 
Sarah Peck of Progressive Ventures was present discuss with the Board the status of the Kardon Park development. Peck expressed that the 
East Caln portion can still be developed if the Kardon Park portion must remain as a park.  Peck requested the Board allow her to proceed with the conditional use for the East Caln portion of the development.

The Board stated there would be conditions that would go along with zoning amendments. 

The re-zoning of the proposed site is advertised for adoption on September 2nd. 

Greg Nelms – Downingtown Fire Company presented to the Board

A proposal for the purchase of rescue boat with funds that are held in the Fire Safety Fund. (The funds are paid to the Township for Fire Protection for the shopping centers each center is taxed individually and the funds are then placed in as interest bearing account.) The boat   

is a flat bottom jet powered boat which take very little water to 
propel it and can move safely down the Brandywine or any flooded

area where rescue is needed. The Board requested that Nelms present

the proposal to the Borough of Downingtown also and have a letter from the Borough that would state that they will insure and license the boat and trailer. On a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, and with Swisher abstaining the Board authorized the release of the funds for the purchase after documentation from the Borough is received.

     1. Salt Bid Contract – The Chester County Consortium has received the 2009-2010 salt bids. The lowest bid for road salt was Eastern Salt Company with the delivered price of $60.20.  The Board authorized the manager to enter into the purchase of salt from the above company.
      2. Bridge report- Copies of the Bridge report for the bridge that travels over the Amtrak rail line and under Boot Rd in the area of 1045 Boot Rd. was distributed to the Board. PennDOT has weight restricted the bridge to 66,000 GVW for combinations and 58,000 for singles. Concern was expressed by the Board due to the fact that Boot Rd. is the designated truck route to south side of Township.
       3. Closed Loop System and Emergency Traffic –The manager distributed copies of the report that was received from PennDOT that show designated detour routes in case of emergency that would close sections of the bypass. Detour signs have been placed by PennDOT at each of the exit ramps along the bypass.
