Executive Sessions – Chairman Maheu stated that executive sessions were held on July 28th for administrative purposes. No decisions or recommendations were made.

Flooding issues of the homes located in the Villages of Bell Tavern which is governed by the Homeowners Association. 

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the July 15, 2009 regular meeting.
PUBLIC HEARINGS - NONE
PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD  
Wegman’s - Present were Kevin Russell, Manager and Mark Kozar, Esq. on behalf of Wegman’s. A plan was presented for the Beer Sales area of the store. This is required as part of the public hearing as set forth by the Board at the time of the liquor license transfer hearing. The plan presented was to place beer in an area not easily accessible to the exit door. The Board requested that bars be placed along the front of the display and all beer be placed in this designated area. The plan also showed a single serving cooler at the cash register. The Board approved the sales of the single serving as allowed by PLCB due the added security placed on the sales area. The Board after reviewing the three plans presented on motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, unanimously approved Gondola Plan #2. All improvements are to be completed in 30 days of the date of this meeting.  Any further requested changes in the beer sales area must be brought before the Board for consideration. 
Residents of Madison Way – Amy Vogt of 131 Madison and Mrs. Nioederman of 133 Madison Way were present to discuss the flooding issues behind their homes.  The manager stated that the Home Association has contacted an engineer to review the situation and make corrections to the grading behind the homes. It is the responsibility of the Association for the work.  However, due to time to complete the work, the Board approved the placement of temporary sand bags and hay bales in the area to help prevent future flooding.  Swisher also stated that the Board immediately would place a temporary fence around the inlet to keep children out of the swale and safe. 

Steve Plaugher- Assistant Manager of Downingtown Borough was present per the Board’s request to review the fire apparatus schedule for replacing of equipment. A report was presented with current equipment and the years the equipment has been in service. 

Currently the next to be replaced when funding is available would be the Alert ladder truck which is 22 years old. The repairs of the older equipment have already expended the Budget of $25,000 for equipment by the end of July.
Stormwater Issues - Dan Daley, P.E. was present to discuss with the Board the Rt.113 corridor stormwater problems that have increased with the recent over abundance of rain. Gallagher assisted Daley in the study. Daley stated he will prepare calculations as to whether the storm retention basin at the Rt. 113 east bound exit ramp for northbound Rt. 113 traffic would hold the stormwater if re-routed to the basin. The Board instructed Daley to continue with the necessary studies needed. 

STANDING REPORTS  
A. DIRECTOR OF FINANCE REPORT – The manager reported that the
Director of Finance has submitted a request to accept credits cards for building permit fees and other payment to the Township. Also the ability to allow sewer customers to have the ability to pay their bills on line through an ACH debit transaction with DNB Bank.  The Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, unanimously approved the above method of payments. 
CORRESPONDENCE 
1. Copies of the PSATS Legislative Action Report were distributed to the Board.
2.  The Real Estate Transfers for the month were distributed to the Board.
3. A letter was received from the residents of 331 Old Kings Hwy concerning the overgrowth of trees along the edge of the road and on the curve of the road. The manager stated that a notice will be placed in the newsletter regarding the cutting back of residential trees. 
 4. Copies of the PennDOT road resurfacing schedule for the County were distributed to the Board.
C. PLANNING COMMISSION –The Commission met on August 3rd.  John Beirele was welcomed as the newest member of the Commission. Discussion on the River Station project with a presentation by Christy Flynn of the Percheron group on the status and overview of the project. The Commission requested a joint work session with the Board on the project. Discussion was held briefly on the status of Kardon Park. The manager reported that a request was received from Sarah Peck of Progressive Ventures to have the Commission review the re-zoning of the R-1 district to R-4. The Commission after discussion did not make any recommendations to the Board for the re-zoning or R-4 zoning amendments until all the litigation is complete with the Borough of Downingtown.

Kardon Park –The manager stated that a request was made by Sarah     Peck, developer, of the proposed Kardon Park development to have the Commission address the Re-Zoning of the East Caln portion of the project and make a recommendation to the Board. The current zoning is R-1 (Low Density Residential) and the proposed zoning is R-4 (High Density Residential).The Planning Commission did not make any recommendation for approval to the Board. The Board after review did authorize the manager to authorize for adoption only the re-zoning.
4. Pro Signs –The manager reported a request for escrow release has been received from Pro–Signs. These are for the site improvements.  The amount of $16,581.13 have been reviewed by Boucher and James Engineers and all work listed on the request has been completed and inspected and recommended for release of funds. The Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, unanimously approved the release.
 5. River Station- The Board signed the land development plans for the Industrial lot of River station that is located west of Chestnut Street. The plans are not to be released for recording  until the three party
