MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

On motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the December 2, 2009 regular meeting.
PUBLIC HEARINGS – 
Budget 2010- A duly advertised public hearing was held for consideration of the adoption of the 2010 budget.  With no public comment the Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Swisher,  unanimously adopted Resolution 2009-48 approving the proposed budget and setting the tax levy at 1.25 mills which is equivalent to $1.25 of each $1,000 of assessed property value.
PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD 
Downingtown Quarry Associates – Lou Colegreco, Esq. and Jim Lisa,

property owner of the proposed development along Quarry Rd. were present. Colegreco made a request to the Board to allow an extension of time for the portion of funding that the Township would contribute toward the highway improvements. The project is not yet ready to move forward. After discussion the Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, granted an extension until April 30, 2010 for the improvements to commence.  The Board also noted this would be the last extension permitted. 
John Deere at River Station – Tim Little was present representing the John Deere dealership that is being constructed in the River Station 
complex on Boot Rd. Little stated that a ramp is needed to allow different size vehicles the ability to access the loading dock area which was overlooked in the original plan.  Little explained the changes that needed to be made and how the dock would function with very small changes to the plan. The Board on a motion by Dymek to allow the change as acceptable with the dock being noted on the final “as built plans” as a field change, with a second by Swisher, the change was unanimously approved.
