Executive Session – The Chairman announced that an executive session was held on February 13, 2009 to discuss legal issues as

permitted by the open meetings law.
MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the February 4, 2009 regular meeting.
PUBLIC HEARINGS 
    Ordinance 2009-01 – The Chairman announced that a notice was published in the Daily Local News stating that a public hearing would be conducted at this time to consider adoption of an amendment to the Fire Prevention Code amending Chapter 90, Article111. Specifically  90-9 Repealer; Additions, Insertions, and Changes; 90-9 b(9) relative to Open Burning. No one was present to present testimony on the proposed ordinance. On motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, the Board unanimously adopted Ordinance 2009-01.
Ordinance 2009-02 -  The Chairman announced that a notice was published in the Daily Local News stating that a public hearing would be conducted at this time to consider adoption of an amendment to the
     Fire Prevention Code amending Chapter 90, Article111. Specifically  90-9 Repealer; Additions, Insertions, and Changes by the addition of a new 90-B(11) providing for “Key Boxes, security padlocks, and fire department connections to security caps”. No one was present to present testimony on the proposed ordinance. On motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously adopted Ordinance 2009-02.

    Ordinance 2009-03 – The Chairman announced that a notice was published in the Daily Local News stating that a public hearing would be conducted at this time to consider adoption of an amendment to the Section 85-3 to define and regulate certain sound produced in the Township and re-number existing 85-3 for the proposed Noise Ordinance.  No one was present to present testimony on the proposed ordinance. On motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, the Board unanimously adopted Ordinance 2009-03.

PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD  
Don Kennedy of 9 McIlvain Drive – Kennedy was present to discuss his concerns with the Williams Transco project in conjunction with his property and also with the proposed work with the Township sewer line after the construction of the pipeline. Kennedy presented a letter with his proposed suggestions for the construction to allow for less impact on his property.  After discussion with the Board, Dymek stated that Kennedy’s comments would be forwarded to the Township solicitor to review and possibly at the solicitor’s discretion forward to FERC. 

Residents of the Windridge Community were present to discuss the Township Real Estate Tax Increase for 2009. Swisher gave an overview of the services that are provided to the residents such as police protection, fire, ambulance, and the all expenses that necessitated an increase. The residents then were more understanding with the way the local government is funded and where the needs are.

OLD BUSINESS
     A.   LAND DEVELOPMENT

1. Villages of Bell Tavern -  The solicitor stated that he is waiting on a document to record the right of way for the arm mast of the traffic signal at Bell Tavern Blvd and Rt. 113.
2. Old Boot Rd Associates – No report 
3. D. L. Howell (Downingtown Quarry Associates) – Copies of Howell’s engineers’ report to Buchart Horn which addressed specific items on the plan were distributed to the Board. The Board authorized the manager to present the Final Plan to the Planning Commission to start their 90 days review on March 2, 2009. 
4. McNabb Development -1150 Boot Rd. McNabb has satisfied all the conditions and the plans are to be released for recording.
5. Kardon Park –The Commission is still reviewing and revising the R-4 zoning draft.

8. Feinberg -The manager reported that the Covenants and Restrictions for the Feinberg property are to be recorded and copies are to be provided to the Township. (This is also known as Locker Room Storage, Inc.) The property is located at the southeast corner of Bell Tavern Blvd and Rt. 113 
9.  Minquas – Swisher stated that no progress has been made to date on the proposed fire station. 
10. Moser Chestnut Street Business Park- The Planning Commission has started the 90 day review clock for the review of the plan for Lot 6 at their February 2, 2009 meeting.

GENERAL GOVERNMENT

  1. Traffic Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Improvements – Still                                          pending. Christopher Knauer of the Oaklands Commons advised the Township that he will be contributing the $32,000 to the Township upon commencement of construction. This was a requirement by Penndot as part of the Oaklands Highway Occupancy permit. Pennoni, the engineer for the project reported that he is waiting for the completion of the grant of right of way from Brandywine Square, LLC  to complete the Highway Occupancy Permit for the project.
2.  Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – This development is located         on the northwest side of Boot Rd and on the western side of Brandywine Avenue. The manager stated that no updates have been received. 
    3. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – The manager presented to the Board the road opening permits for Level 3 which is the fiber optic company to bore under the road to lower the fiber optic cable prior to the pipeline work. Dymek will meet with Gallagher to discuss the Williams road opening permits that have been submitted.  

    5. Leach Property-(Storm Swale Easement) – The solicitor is continuing to work of the project.
    6. Voting precinct – The manager distributed to the Board copies of 
          proposed change in the precinct divisions from Marie Ryan of the        election board.
      7. Personnel Policy – The manager distributed copies of the revised Township personnel policy to the Board. On motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, the Board unanimously adopted the policy.

HIGHWAYS


1. Maintenance – The manager reported that storm drains were cleared and the brush was cleared from the Township building property. 
2. Downing Circle Repairs – The Board had met with representatives of Aqua America on the outstanding repair bill for the Downing Circle water main break which in turn caused damage to the sewer line. The Board and the solicitor discussed the negotiations presented by Aqua.  The manager also reported that Aqua America has had numerous water line breaks at the Villages of Bell Tavern and the Township will be keeping records of them as the breaks are currently in the privately owned section of the development.

     4. Norwood Rd Bridge – The manager stated that a meeting will be held February 19th with CMC the engineering firm working for the Township on the replacement of the bridge to discuss the progress on the project.

1.Lowe’s Outside Sales Time Extension – The manager reported that   
Lowe’s has submitted a request  for a time extension for outside sales. The request presented did not have adequate information and the Board instructed the manager to notify the applicant that they must submit what has been requested by the Board in order to be considered for the extension. 
2. Regal Cinema -– The manager reported that the Cinema has requested permission to allow for two late night movies in March.  The Board reviewed the request and granted the request.  

3. Township Building Street Lights – The manager  reported that 
two of the parking lot street lights have been damaged during the recent wind storm.  Swisher recommended that the Township’s Insurance Company to be contacted to see if the light are covered by insurance.

   D.HEALTH & SANITATION 
 1. Resolution 2009-31 – The Board after reviewing the proposed Resolution. On a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously adopted Resolution 2009-31 which is the fee schedule for filing liens against the property with delinquent sewer bills. 
2. Norwood Rd. Meter – The manager reported that the sewer line from the Norwood Road meter pit was cleared of debris in the line. It was noted that this may have been causing the meter to read higher than normal.

3. PennDOT Study – The manager reported that PennDOT, DVRPC and CCPC will be holding meeting on March 3rd at District 6 office of PennDOT to consider a study to evaluate the closed loop signal system in Chester County.  The manager will attend. 

4. Oakridge – The manager reported that a letter was received from the Oakridge Homeowners Association Management Company requesting that the Township clear away the dead branches from the Township owned Parkes Woods Open Space property that abuts the development.
