PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD 
Present was Adam Brower, P.E. and Ted Moser, the applicant. Brower discussed the land development plan for unit 6 of the Chestnut Street Business Park. The proposed use would be a business office, repair shop and warehouse. The Board expressed concern with the requested new access to Skelp Level Road due to the limited site distance. After discussion the Board stated they would need further clarification of the proposed entrance/exit from the property. The Board instructed the manager to have the Planning Commission to start its review of the plan.   

Also present was Fire Chief Michael Miller to discuss the year end finances of his department. For the year of 2008 he reported  that maintenance on all the trucks was completed. No new equipment was purchased in 2008. Miller stated that for 2009 he would hope to have the lettering on the trucks completed to also include serving East Caln Township. Miller also stated he has been working with Chris Obenchain on various other fire related items.

1. Villages of Bell Tavern -  The solicitor stated that he is waiting on a document to record the right of way for the arm mast of the traffic signal at Bell Tavern Blvd and Rt. 113.

GENERAL GOVERNMENT

  1. Traffic Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Improvements – Still                                          pending. Christopher Knauer of the Oaklands Commons advised the Township that he will be contributing the $32,000 to the Township upon commencement of construction. This was a requirement by Penndot as part of the Oaklands Highway Occupancy permit. Pennoni, the engineer for the project reported that he is waiting for the completion of the grant of right of way from Brandywine Square, LLC  to complete the Highway Occupancy Permit for the project.
2.  Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – This development is located         on the northwest side of Boot Rd and on the western side of Brandywine Avenue. The manager stated that no updates have been received. 
    3. Proposed Noise Regulation Ordinance – The manager reported that a draft noise ordinance from the solicitor was sent to Chief McGowan to review the proposed wording.
    4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – The manager distributed various correspondence to the Board. 

    5. Leach Property-(Storm Swale Easement) – No Report

1.Maintenance – The manager reported that storm drains were cleared and snow and ice removal were completed. Also a few signs were replaced due to being knocked down by motorists during the storms.

1. DARA Information – The manager distributed copies of the DARA minutes to the Board.
  2.  Sewer Flows – The sewer flows for weeks 47 through 52 were distributed to the Board. The meter readings were the 47th week was 472,489 GPD, 48th week 433,474 GPD,  49th week 453,384 GPD,
     50th week was 438,908 GPD, 51st week was 493,689 GPD, and the

     52nd week was 506,766 GPD.

  3. Severn Trent- The manager reported that the Township Solicitor is to contract the solicitor for Severn Trent regarding the language in the liability cause of the proposed annual contract.

1. Copier – The manager reported that a bid was received in the amount of $340.41 for the old copier and it was accepted by the Board.

2. Resolution 2009-30 – The Board on motion by Dymek, second by Swisher,  unanimously adopted Resolution 2009-30 revising the Park Rules and Regulations. 
 3. Liens for Delinquent Sewer Bills – On a motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, the Board unanimously authorized the manager to engage the services of an additional solicitor to cover miscellaneous items of the township which includes but not limited to the filing of sewer liens.

4. Zoning Hearing Board – The manager reported that Bill van Roden

  will be relocating outside of the Township and he therefore resigned       as a member of the Zoning Hearing Board.  The Board will review resumes and appoint a new member.

5. Liquid Fuels 965 Annual Report- The manager reported that the annual Liquid Fuels report has been completed.

     C. HIGHWAYS – 
    1. Norwood Road Bridge -  The manager reported that the cost proposal to have CMC (which was previously Pro Tract, the firm

    that completed the design and engineering plan for the south culvert bridge replacement on Norwood Rd) complete an update of the plan to current standards and obtain required permits. The proposed cost estimate is $18,000. The Board after reviewing the proposal and requesting a wording change in the contract to read “not to exceed” $18,000. On a motion by Swisher, second by Maheu, the Board, unanimously accepted the proposal.
    2. Berkheimer – The manager reported that a meeting was held with Jim Hunt, of Berkheimer Associates as well as the Township Director of Finance to discuss how the Township can help with getting updated resident information to them as well as supplying information to the Township to be sure that all residents are included in the Earned Income Tax rolls.
