  1. Traffic Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Improvements – Still                                          pending. Christopher Knauer of the Oaklands Commons advised the Township that he will be contributing the $32,000 to the Township upon commencement of construction. This was a requirement by Penndot as part of the Oaklands Highway Occupancy permit.
2.  Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – This development is located         on the northwest side of Boot Rd and on the western side of Brandywine Avenue. The manager stated that no updates have been received. 
    3. Proposed Noise Regulation Ordinance – The solicitor reported that        the draft ordinance is being prepared.
    4. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – The manger reported that the meeting was held with Williams/Transco and the Township regarding the proposed use of the emergency access road at Tall Trees by Williams/Transco. In attendance were the Township solicitor, Dymek, Gallagher, the manager, Dave Norcini (current owner of the property) and representatives from Williams/Transco. 

       Norcini proposed a different access to the pipeline work area utilizing the undeveloped lots of 19 and 20 of the Tall Trees Development as a temporary work space versus the emergency access way. The agreement will be between the property owner and Williams. Discussion was held on the Township’s sewer line along McIlvain Drive. The adjusted cost prepared by Buchart Horn to replace the existing sewer line after the pipeline construction was distributed to Williams. Williams stated that they are going to obtain 3 estimates to compare pricing.
