MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the June 3, 2009 regular meeting.
PUBLIC HEARINGS - NONE
PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD  
Bill and Annette Miller were present. They are residents of 203 Terre Vista Drive. Their expressed concern was with the recent storms that has caused damage to their property as a result of stormwater run off  from Rt. 113. The Board was made aware that PennDOT has a drainage easement on their property and that is not being maintained and they are not clear as what the function of the drainage easement is. Dymek stated that the Township is in the process of reviewing the whole area along Rt.113 with the Township Engineer to gather information and present to PennDOT and possibly achieve a better storm water management system.
David Leach  – Resident of 7 Old Kings Highway West was present 

to discuss the stormwater issue with drainage easement that is on his property. The PennDOT stormwater pipe exists at the north end of his property and flows down to the culvert pipe at the Cutler development. Leach stated that recent storms have caused more erosion in the area of the easement and he has asked the Township to help with the resolution of the drainage problem. The Board stated as with the Miller’s above that a review will be conducted by the Township engineer of the entire area along Rt. 113.

 4. A Thank You letter was received from Green Ridge Fire Department for the Township’s donation of a file cabinet.  A file cabinet was also donated to DARC.

2. D. L. Howell (Downingtown Quarry Associates) –The manager stated that applicant is still investigating options for tapping into the Township’s public sanitary sewer line.

Gerlach expressed his concern with this type of approach by Williams. Dymek requested a meeting be set up with Williams and Level 3 to receive an update on the operations and start dates as well as advise them of regulations for on street parking. The workers are not to inhibit the flow of residential traffic on the public streets.

1.  Maintenance – The manager reported that with the recent storms the drain cleaning has been continual.

     for the system. The old one was 9 years old and needed replaced.

 B. GENERAL GOVERNMENT
1. Voting Precincts –The manager reported that the voting precincts division has been approved. The new precinct will be at the Downingtown Methodist Church which is located on E. Lancaster Avenue near Plaza Drive on the west end of the Township. The actual date that this will be effective will be determined later. 
2. Township Video and Camera Equipment –The Board had authorized the purchase of a video camera for Township use during the last rain storm. The Board after discussion instructed the manager that there is to be a policy to have Township owned equipment returned to the fire proof file room everyday with a sign in and sign out sheet. This is to be done daily and no equipment is to be left in vehicles. 
3. Wegman’s – Discussion was held by the Board on the beer sales area of the store.  The Board has questioned whether what is now in place was what was proposed at the hearing for the liquor license transfer.  This item will be further investigated with review of the hearing transcript and submitted plan.
     4. Downingtown Senior Center – The manager distributed to the Board copies of a letter of request from the Downingtown Senior Center to allow them to lease out the Center’s building on the weekends for services. This use would require a conditional use hearing before the Board.  The manager will notify the Center.

     1. Norfolk Southern – The manager distributed the report from the zoning officer on the status of the maintenance of the abandoned rail line under Skelp Level Road and the stormwater related issues in the area. No resolution has been reached.
