MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
On motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the May 20, 2009 regular meeting.
PUBLIC HEARINGS - NONE
PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD  
Downingtown Quarry Associates – Present was Denny Howell, P.E.

Developer and Lou Colegreco, solicitor to discuss the requested time extension that the Board had set for the commencement of the Lancaster Avenue road improvements which was originally June 1, 2009. The Board at their May 20, 2009 meeting unanimously agreed to extend the date to July 15, 2009. Colegreco stated that more time was needed to start the improvements due to other conditions. The Board tabled any decision on extending beyond the specified date until the next meeting Board meeting on June 17, 2009. A short discussion was also held the proposed development and type of uses being considered by the applicant.  
Skelp Level Associates, LP – Adam Brower, P.E., Joe Ryan, Esq. and Ted Moser were present to discuss the Condominium Documents and the plan that was revised to show 7 units. This is to clarify the development from the original plan. Discussion was held on the possibility of the Developer dedicating to the Township the connecting Chestnut Street Rd to Skelp level. The Board stated that the request be noted on the plan as a “reservation of the right to dedicate the road to the Township and the time of dedication to be determined by the Board”. On a motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously granted conditional final approval of the land development plan for Lot 6. The manager will prepare the Conditional Final approval resolution to be presented at the next meeting. Upon completion of all conditions the plans can then be released for recording.

G.  POLICE REPORT – Chief McGowan was present to update the Board on the enforcement that is being done in the Township.

    1. Reports-  Copies of the Zoning Officer’s report on the projects that are open and working in the Township along with monthly building department report were distributed to the Board.
     2. Home Depot- The manager stated that the Zoning Officer has requested a decision by the Board for Home Depot’s outdoor seasonal sales to extend another 30 days beyond the allowable time of two 30 day sales per year. On a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu, the Board unanimously approved the request with the stipulation that it would be the final one granted for 2009.  The Board also instructed the Zoning Officer to mark out the areas where the display is to be located and they are not to have any items beyond the designated area or the permit will be revoked.
      3. John Deere Sign Request – The manager stated that John Deere         has applied for a zoning variance for their store sign.  The John Deere facility is to be located along the north side of Boot just east of Chestnut Street in the River Station Industrial development.  The Board after reviewing the plans and drawings stated they had no opposition to the sign. However, the Board requested the presence of the Township solicitor at the hearing.

 I.  FIRE MARSHAL – The Fire Marshal is continuing the fire inspections of the commercial properties.
J. PARK & RECREATION BOARD – The manager reported that the next           event is the paper shredding event to be held June 13th in the park. The manager distributed copies of the recreations Board’s recommendations for improvements for the park.
OLD BUSINESS
     A.   LAND DEVELOPMENT

1. Old Boot Rd Associates –The solicitor reported that the final agreements are being finalized to secure the developer’s escrow for the improvements. 
2. D. L. Howell (Downingtown Quarry Associates) –It was noted by the solicitor that Howell is returning to Brandywine Square with a request to tap into the sanitary sewer system on the Brandywine Square property. This is being proposed in lieu of a sewer pumping station that would be needed for the development.
3. Kardon Park – The solicitor reported that the final revisions are being completed. 
 4. Pro Signs –The manager distributed copies the ADA review that was completed by Keystone Municipal Services on the Pro Signs plans for the mill addition to the property at 251 Boot Rd. Pro Signs is to 

     complete the necessary changes and resubmit the plans for final review.
 5. River Station- The solicitor gave a brief overview of the status of the proposed project. Currently the River Station solicitor is working on the Condominium agreements, security agreement, and land development agreements.
6. Feinberg –The manager reported that the Zoning Officer has notified Feinberg that the grass area of the property must be maintained weekly.
7. Moser Chestnut Street Business Park- Copies of the Buchart Horn review letter of May 22, 2009 was distributed to the Board for review.
