OLD BUSINESS
     A.   LAND DEVELOPMENT

1. Villages of Bell Tavern -  Resolution 2009-33  The Board on motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, unanimously adopted Resolution 2009-33 to accept the right of way for the arm mast of the traffic signal at Bell Tavern Blvd and Rt. 113.  This finalizes all 
items for this development and can be removed from agenda.

2. Old Boot Rd Associates – No report 
3. D. L. Howell (Downingtown Quarry Associates) – The manager reported that Howell is continuing to work on the plans for the sewer pump station for the project.
4. Kardon Park –The Commission is still finalizing their draft revision of the R-4 zoning.

GENERAL GOVERNMENT

  1. Traffic Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Improvements – Still                                          pending. Christopher Knauer of the Oaklands Commons advised the Township that he will be contributing the $32,000 to the Township upon commencement of construction. This was a requirement by Penndot as part of the Oaklands Highway Occupancy permit. The manager reported that no action to date has taken place to secure the needed right or way from  Brandywine Square, LLC  to complete the Highway Occupancy Permit for the project.
2.  Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – This development is located         on the northwest side of Boot Rd and on the western side of Brandywine Avenue. The manager stated that no updates have been received. 
   3. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – Discussion was held by the Board on what measures can be taken to protect the sewer line on McIlvain Drive. The Board instructed the manager to make arrangements to meet with Pro Pipe and discuss what can be done to protect the line. Pro Pipe will submit an estimate to the Township on an alternative method for replacing the sewer line.

A. LAND DEVELOPMENT 
1. Aurillo - The manager distributed to the Board a copy of a request for a time extension of the recorded plan. Construction was to be completed in 18 months.  Circumstances did not allow for the project to start. The Board instructed the solicitor to prepare the necessary paperwork for the Board to act on the extension.
 B. GENERAL GOVERNMENT
 1.Resolution– 2009-32  - The Board on a motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously adopted Resolution 2009-32 which allows the Director of Finance to electronically file the Annual Liquid Fuels report to the state.
2. Conference- The manager requested permission to attend a one  day Management conference on May 11th in Phila. The Board authorized the attendance.
    3. Oakridge Trees – The manager distributed to the Board the cost estimate for removing and cutting back trees near the entrance road into Oakridge. The trees are on the Township Parke’s Woods property and need trimmed back. The Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Maheu unanimously authorized the expenditure.

       1. Consortium Road Re-Surfacing Bids -The manager reported     that West Bradford on behalf of the Consortium will be accepting bids for Ralumac road re-surfacing bids.  The manager submitted the yardage that the Township would need to be considered in the request for bids.
