The only requirements the Board requested were that DARA supply reports of all inspections on the  completed work and the township has no liability for inspection of the proposed work.
  2.  Sewer Flows – The manager distributed to the Board copies of the sewer flows for the 17thth, 18thh, and 19th weeks of 2009. The flow for the 174th week was 448,895 GPD, the 18th week the flow was 447,301 GPD and the 19th week was 449,366 GPD. Copies of the individual meter reports were also distributed.

After discussion the Board agreed to repair the Township swale, but assumed no responsibility for the Norfolk Southern portion of the problem.
