On motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the April 15, 2009 regular meeting.

PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD  
Ted Moser developer of the Chestnut Street Business Park was present with Adam Brower, P.E. Discussion was held on the status of the property. The Township solicitor stated that the Condominium documents must be reviewed and recorded for the development prior to the Board’s consideration for approval of the plan. Discussion was also held on the proposed driveway to Lot 6. The Board stated that their consensus is predicated upon the recommendations of the planning commission, review by the Buchart Horn and the Board’s specifications that would allow the proposed driveway with stipulations but not limited to following: warning signals alerting motorists  driving northbound on Skelp Level Rd that trucks are entering highway, a gate across the entrance to be open when exiting and entering the property only, no right turn out and no left turn in from Skelp Level Rd., no other entrance roads can be proposed for the balance of the development, and a separation of the trucks from the general office areas.  The Board requested another time extension for consideration of the proposed plan. Moser granted the extension due items that must be revised and completed. 
Steve Sullins – Downingtown Borough Manager was present to update the Board on the development of the Boot Rd extension bridge and also the River Station project in regards to the portion that is located in the Borough.

Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Road Improvements –   Resolution 2009-42 - – The Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, unanimously adopted Resolution 2009-42 to authorize execution of the deed to PennDOT from the Township for the right of way that was deeded to the Township from Brandywine Square , LLC. The right of way is then to be recorded and PennDOT will issue the Highway Occupancy Permit for the road work.
2.  Zoning Ordinance Amendment TND – No Report 
   3. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – The Township has received the letter of acceptance from Williams for the Township to proceed with the replacement of the sewer line along McIlvain Drive. A meeting is scheduled May 9th at 1PM at the Township Bldg to discuss with the affected residents the procedure for the replacement. A letter was received from the residents of the GlenRidge Development expressing their concern with the horizontal drilling proposed in     the area of the creek where Williams will drill under the creek bed rather than an open cut.

An application was received for the grant from DCNR for improvements to the water feature at the park. The Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, unanimously adopted Resolution 2009-41 to apply to DCNR for a $5,000 grant.
