Executive Session – An executive session was held on October 26, 2009 to discuss administrative issues. No decisions or recommendations were made.      
MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

On motion by Swisher, second by Maheu the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the October 21, 2009 regular meeting.
PUBLIC HEARINGS - NONE
PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD 
Steve Sullins – Downingtown Borough Manager was present to discuss

the River Station development in regards to the sanitary sewer lines for the East Caln portion of the tract.  After discussion by the Board the manager was instructed to set up meeting with the Township engineer, the Borough and Township personnel to help clarify the issue.

Also discussed was the Chestnut Bridge re-construction to possibly begin spring 2010. Sullins stated that funding is approved, but an inter-municipal agreement between the Borough and Township for maintenance of the bridge must be adopted prior to the release of funds.  Approximately 33% of the bridge is the responsibility of the Township. The Board instructed the Township solicitor to prepare the document for review and adoption.     
Betsy Smith of 200 Campbell Circle Unit 24 was present to discuss

The amount of illegal U-turns that are being made at the entrance of the Woodmont Condominiums. Drivers going  north are using the 

entrance as a means of turn around.  Police Chief McGowan was present and addressed the concern.  The area is policed and citations

are written on a regular basis. They will continue to monitor the area on a regular basis in an effort to curtail the illegal turns.

Joe Lubitsky, Director of Administrative services for the Chester County Intermediate Unit was present to give the Board an update of their proposed expansion of their facility. Although it is located in the Borough of Downingtown it will affect traffic on Boot Road which is located in East Caln.  Lubitsky stated that a need for a traffic signal at the western entrance of their facility would be necessary.  There would also need to be improvements made to Boot Rd to allow better traffic flow with the Devereux property to the South of the IU facility. As the project moves forward Lubitsky will keep the Township informed of the progression of the project.

 C. PLANNING COMMISSION –The Commission met on October 26, 2009. Discussion was held on the submission by Sarah Peck of Progressive Ventures for a conditional use hearing for the 20 acre parcel located in East Caln Township which would include the 

construction of 70 townhouses on the 7 acre proposed site.  The Commission recommended approval of the development with recommended conditions as listed in their meeting minutes of October 26, 2009.

 I.  FIRE MARSHAL – The manager reported that the Fire Marshal is continuing to conduct the Commercial Business Fire Inspections.

2. D. L. Howell (Downingtown Quarry Associates) –The Board has re-set  the date to December 9th, at 1:30 P.M. to re-open and continue with the Conditional Use hearing that was placed on hold in February 2008.
      (a) Resolution 2009-46 – The Board on a motion by Swisher, second by Maheu, unanimously adopted Resolution 2009-46 which gives final conditioned land development approval as set forth by the Board at their October 21, 2009 meeting. 

      (b)  Resolution 2009-47 – The Resolution allows for the transfer of a   liquor license from Pennsbury Township to East Caln Township for the proposed Olive Garden Restaurant. The Board on a motion by Swisher, second by Maheu, unanimously adopted Resolution 2009-47.

3. Kardon Park – Conditional use hearing date is set for November 11, 2009 at 1 P.M. 
4. Pro Signs –The manager reported a request for escrow release has been received from Pro–Signs. The amount of $141,100.11 has been reviewed by Boucher and James Engineers and all work listed on the request has been completed and inspected and recommended for release of funds. The Board on a motion by Swisher, second by Maheu, unanimously approved the release.

 5. River Station- The manager reported that an escrow release #3 has been received from River Station. The amount of the request is $32,811.74 and has been reviewed by Boucher and James and all work is completed and inspected and recommended for release of funds. The Board on motion by Swisher, by Maheu unanimously approved the release.

 6.  Moser Chestnut Street Business Park- The Final Development plan for Lot 6 has been signed but the final security document must be received prior to recording the plan. 
 7. Tall Trees - The manager reported that an escrow release has been received from Tall Trees. The amount of the request is $53, 863.18 and has been reviewed by Boucher and James and all work is completed and inspected and recommended for release of funds. The Board on motion by Swisher, by Maheu unanimously approved the release.
