     A.   LAND DEVELOPMENT

1. Old Boot Rd Associates –No Report. 
2. D. L. Howell (Downingtown Quarry Associates) –The Board has set the date of November 2nd at 1:30 P.M. to re-open and continue with the Conditional Use hearing that was placed on hold in February.

     A conditional use approval would be needed to allow a fitness center in the NR-4 district.
3. Kardon Park – The solicitor gave an update of the Planning Commission’s meeting discussion on the Conditional use application of Sarah Peck. 
4. Pro Signs –The manager reported a request for escrow release has been received from Pro–Signs. The amount of $7,490.93 has been reviewed by Boucher and James Engineers and all work listed on the request has been completed and inspected and recommended for release of funds. The Board on a motion by Dymek, second by Swisher, unanimously approved the release.
 5. River Station- The manager reported that an escrow release has been received from River Station. The amount of the request is $207,018.20 and has been reviewed by Boucher and James and all work is completed and inspected and recommended for release of funds. The Board on motion by Dymek, second by Swisher unanimously approved the release.
6. Feinberg –All documents recorded and can be removed from agenda.
7.  Moser Chestnut Street Business Park- The manager reported that the Township has received the current Condo Plan along with the Condo Documents. The Board on a motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, unanimously authorized execution of the plans that were approved at the June 3, 2009 meeting. The Final Development plan for Lot 6 has been signed but the final security documents must be received prior to recording of the plan. 
 8. Aurillo – The Declaration of Restrictive Agreement was received for the Aurillo approved plan. This agreement is to be recorded with the plan for the Aurillo property. This is document was requested in lieu of a bank letter of credit.  The Board has previously authorized the Agreement to be prepared and now has executed the document for recording.

GENERAL GOVERNMENT

  1. Proposed East Lancaster Ave. Road Improvements –Still Pending a construction start date.

   3. Williams/Transco Gas Pipe Line – A letter from Senator Andy Dinniman was received stating his full support to the Township on the remediation of problems with Williams. The Board instructed the manager to prepare a letter of thanks for his support. 
   4. Leach Property- This item to be removed from agenda due to the Township working with the engineer to find a global resolve for the storm water issues along Rt 113. Future discussion will be under the Rt.  113 storm water issues.
   5. Budget work – The Director of Finance has presented to the Board a draft of the 2010 proposed budget. A specific line item that will need to be addressed is the Solid Waste and Recycling. The cost of the service continues to cost the Township more each year. An expense levied on the recycling is that the recyclers will charge up to $30 for recycling tonnage to be processed as of October 1, 2009.

     1. GIS 2010 – The County GIS has been working with the Township to complete the sanitary sewer manhole particulars and are running out of allocated hours for the year of 2009. However, Mike Hott of Chester County GIS recommended that if the township would authorize the continuation into 2010 as part of the budget they could continue to finish out the project. After discussion the Board of motion by Dymek. second by Swisher unanimoulsy approved the expenditure to be part of the 2010 budget.
      2. Manager Conference – The  manager requested permission to attend a two day seminar in West Chester for municipal managers

     on October 27th and 28th.  The Board on a motion by Dymek ,second by Swisher unanimously authorized the manager’s attendance.

     3. Fall CCATO Convention – The Fall CCATO convention will be held on Nov 5th at Mendenhall Inn. The Board, the manager, Director of Finance and solicitor will attend. Swisher will be the voting delegate.

      4. Park Cleaning – A brief discussion was held on the possibility of going out for proposals for the next season. The manager will work 

     on this item.

      C. HIGHWAYS   
       1. Uwchlan Township Rt 113-  Hanley, manager of Uwchlan Township has contacted the Township in regards to being a party to have  a study done by the engineer for the possibility of widening Rt113 from Peck road to By –pass to present to PennDOT. The Board authorized the manager to contact Hanley and begin to work on the project.
           2.  Norfolk Southern – A copy of a draft letter prepared by Eli Kahn and addressed to Norfolk Southern was received and distributed to the Board. The letter outlines a scope of work for the abandoned rail line and drainage issues in the area. Also addressed was an anticipated financial contribution request for partial funding from Norfork Southern for the work.
           3. Boot Rd Bridge Weight Limit – A meeting has been set up by the Chester County Planning Commission with adjoining 
      municipalities and PennDOT to discuss the weight limit of the bridge and the proposed detour. It will be October 9th at 1:30 PM at the Township Building.
