EXECUTIVE SESSION – Chairman Maheu stated that an executive session was held on August 19, 2009 for administrative purposes. No decisions or recommendations were made.

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING - On a motion by Swisher, second by Dymek, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the August 19, 2009 regular meeting.
PUBLIC HEARINGS – The Board held a public hearing for the adoption of Ordinance 2009-4.  The Ordinance is to rezone certain tracts of land from the “R-1 single family detached residential district” to the “R-4 low density cluster residential district”.  Mr. Dymek made the motion and Mr. Swisher seconded.  The Board unanimously approved the motion.
PERSONS WISHING TO BE HEARD - Mr. Joseph Delaney of 340 Norwood Road spoke to the Board regarding the painting of the Norwood Road bridge.  He presented pictures of township property exhibiting graffiti which he has removed on his own.  A lengthy discussion took place and he was told that our solicitor would contact him regarding the painted guide rail.

1. A letter was received from the Downingtown Library thanking the Township for its 2009 contribution of $5,000.

5. A letter was received from a representative of the Peacemaker Center enclosing a copy of the County Assessment Appeal denial.  It was requested that the Township accept a voluntary payment in lieu of taxes.  The Director of Finance was instructed to send a letter denying this request.
C. PLANNING COMMISSION – The Township received copies of the Downingtown Borough Planning Commission meeting minutes that pertained to the Kardon Park Development.  They also requested copies of our Planning Commission minutes that contained discussions of the Kardon Park Development.
